the breeder of jobs, scandals and In-

iquities; that It was apt to favor one
Miction of the country more than an-- .

other and certain individuals In the :

country more than others, and was pro-- .

ductive of social unrest.
On the other band, whenever a low '

tariff policy or anything approvlmat-- 1

Ing a free trade principle was tried
It was found that tills nlso was some-

thing that would not work in a land
where the standards of living and the
wages paid to laboring men were so
much In advance of those In competi-- I

vp nations ncro the Atlantic.
To come down at n leap from high

protective customs duties to almost no
customs duties at all brought on n
host of dltllcultles. The Cnvcrnmciit
revenues fell short, and a high scale
of internal revenue duties. Including
texatlou anil inquisitorial Income
taxes, had to be substituted In their
place. It was also found usually that
this substitution was in Itself Ineff-

icient. The new Income taxes were
generally so clumsily drawn that they
were either faulty from a legal point
of view or that the amount of money
derived from them was far less than It
was expected to be.

Many of our citizens remember tho
legislative and economic cycle of this
sort that the country has traversed
since tho days of Mr. Cleveland's
second administration. Mr. Clevfland
nnd his party came into power on a
wave of popular revolt against r high
tariff. The work of revising the tariff
was done hungllngly, as was Inevitable,
and the programme was to repair by
means of an Income tax the deficiency
in Government revenues that It was
known would take place, nut the Su-

preme Court held that the Income tax
low that was then enacted was uncon-

stitutional. Even If the law had been
left in force tho volume of revenue
under It would not have made good
the loss In tariff revenue that had
been effected. Therefore the Treasury
found Itself In dlfllcultles, which were
increased by mi attempt to put Into
practical operation the free silver Ideas
championed by Mr. Hryan. Popular
disgust and Indignation became very
great, and the Democratic party was
hurled from power.

It would be a great thing If people' it

memories were long;, but the fact Is
that they are very short. The country
Is now repealing In n considerable de-

gree Its experience of ibe lir.st half of
the last decade of the nineteenth cen-

tury. The i:epiibllcan party, learning
nothing from the past, as soon as it
was placed In power after the abolition
of the very low tariffs fuvorei! by Mr.
Ci.Kvn.tMi, tried upon the country a
high tariff of the old sort. Once moro
there was a rovolt against high

and once mure It has been
found that low tariffs as well as high
larins fall to answer the country's
needs. Once more mills have been
closed, dinner palls have been emptied
and Coteniiiu'iit 'evenues have been
unequal to (loveruuieiit expenditures.
All these phenomena, wore presented
before the war In Europe begun to
otxuiplicate matters.

A reasonable and proper mean be-

tween the two tariff extremes Is what
Is wanted, a tariff that will provide
the Government with Kiilllclent revenue
without resort to a bothersome Income
tnx In times of peace; a tariff so ar-
ranged as really to protect our ludus- -

tries from the chenp labor of Europe;
that wilt allow, for Instance, nnlllno
dye stuffs to le produced In the United
States In such qtinntlty tlint our manu-

facturers wilt not be wholly dependent
upon a foreign country for this Im-

portant iirtlclo and linve their supply
of dyes entirely cut off when thnt for-clg- u

country Is ongiiRcd In war.
We want a sensible, honest, reason-

able tariff In tho making of which
neither unpractical free trado theorist
nor ureedy capitalists have n hand.

Has not the country loarned enough

good International law. When thu Hrlt-
lsh cruisers wero seizing German ships
bound for Portuguese East Africa Count
vo.v Hl'i.ow declared that "for ships
consigned from neutral States to a
neutral port the notion of contraband
of war simply does not exist." This
view and vigorous exceptions taken to
several rulings of the United States
Supreme Court during the civil wnr
do not help American exporters of cop-
per at the present time. The United
States seems to bo estopped from chal-
lenging the right of Orent Hrltaln to
detain American ships bound to neu-
tral ports and under Justifiable sus-

picion of having contraband In their
cargoes Intended for Germany or one
of her allies. In the case of copper all
dllllcitlty can be avoided, however, by
giving adequate guarantees, as the
Hrltlsh Government suggests, that the
copper Is not to be "transshipped" to
enemy countries.

SHOP EMILY toil CllllISTMAS.

Mhst IMsrrganl of the Injunction Means
to Hetoll Store Workers.

To the Ron-OS-. op Thb Sun Sir: Fif-
teen years ago almost every retail store
in tho country remained open until lato
at night from one to thrco weeks before
Christmas. This meant that hundreds of
salespeople, bookkeepers, wrappers and
dellverymcn worked such long hours that
Christmas meant to them nothing of Joy
and good will, but only exhaustion and
misery. This condition of afTalrs was
brought about bv nn unintelligent shop-
ping public, which thought that It must
do Its Christmas shopping In crowds and
In a ruh nt thu eleventh hour.

Tho Consumers League, realltlng the
seriousness of this overwork, Instituted
tho "Shop llarly for Christmas" cam-
paign. Thanks to the splendid coopera-
tion of the press, this movement for early
shopping has grown to such nn extent
thnt each year fewer nnd fewer stores
remain open at nlghL There has been a
lessening of fntlgue nnd suffering for tho
workers at Christmas lime.

Although much has been accomplished
,thero Is still need not only in the lnrger
cities but In the rural communities to
urge early Christmas shopping. Last year
In New York city six largo retail stores
nnd many small neighborhood stores

open to the public until 10
o'clock and later tho week before Christ-
mas. In three of these larger stores the
employees received no extra compensa-
tion; In tho remaining threo stores supper
or supper money was provided.

After a working day of fourteen hours
In one of the stores last year one woman
selling waists said: "Tired? I have been
wishing nil day that I was a horse, for
then I should have somebody to look out
for my Interests." The Consumers
League Is trying to look out for her In-

.Summary of the Views and Kstlmates of
Paul llesullcii.

From the London EeonumUt.
At the Invitation of the Academy of

Moral nnd Political Science In Paris M.
Leroy Ileaulleu. tho veteran editor of
L'Vconomistn Front alt, gave nn address
upon tho resources of tho belligerents,
the cost of the war and the question of
economic exhaustion.

First of nil, ho, found that the Allies
can draw upon a population of 321 mill-

ions, or counting India nnd tho colonies,
upon a population of 73S millions. Tho
population of OVrmnny and Austria-Hungar- y

Is about 11C millions. Thus there la
already n population of about 8B1 mill-

ions, one-ha- lf of the human rnco, partici-
pating In tho war. But besides tho bellig-
erents there nro the neutral countries
which hnvo mobilized In order to protect
themselves or with a view to eventual
aggression, Italy, Sweden, tlumanla, Hol-

land nnd Switzerland, another sixty mill-

ions of people who are spending extraordi-
nary sums on armaments In time of peace.

Turning to the belligerent nations In
Europe, M, Leroy Ileaulleu points out that
obligatory service extends In Franco to
all men of 20 to 43 years of age, and
owing to the fact that In the last twenty
yenrs the popu'.ntlnn of France has been
fairly statlonnty white that of Germany
has grown rapidly, the Frenoh army Is
moro neatly equal In size to the Germnn
than tho present populations of thirty-nln- o

to sixty-si- x millions would suggest.
The real proportion. In fact, for men of
fighting age Is 20 tor France against 62
for Germany, nny, 3,900,000 against
S, 200,000. He further argues thnt llussla
with 171 millions nnd Great Britain and
her colonies with 70 mill-
ions can Increase their forces In tho field
to a far greater extent nnd with far less
sacrlflrc than Germany nnd Austria.

M. Leroy Ileaulleu then nsks whether
It Is posslblo to enrry on war with the
wholo adult male population of military
ago In tho field. This, he says, was done
fifty years ago by Paraguay In a war
lasting several years against the Argen-
tine llepubllc; It was accomplished ngaln
by the Boers In their war against Great
Britain In 1S90 to 1902 ; It was accom-
plished ugaln In the two recent Balkan
wats by Servln, Bulgaria, Turkey and
Greece, n prodigious effort. Thus, ho
says "Experience proves that n war
which arms the wholo population of mlll- -
tnry ago Is Kisslblo, nnd mny Inst a long
time. It Is more a question of psychics I

than of physics. Hut how can a nation
deprived of Its commerce and of tho I

means of disposing of Its industrial
products maintain such a wnr? It is a
problem which has seemed insoluble to
many. Nevertheless. It In capable of a
practical solution. The ubsolutcly Indis-
pensable Industries can be carried on.
though of course on a reduced scale.
Boys, old men and women replace the
men. Thus the vintage Is proceeding In
tho .Midi, though It will Km nrnlnntFMl
owing to tho want of men and horses,
with tho assistance, it should be added,
of many Spanish laborers."

When the French economist turns to
the case of Germany he finds that her I

commerco Is more or less In a state ofblockade, nnd that she mnv find t.ideal of dllllculty In obtaining from abroad
such raw materials as copper, nickel,petrol, rubber, wool, entinn nn4 itwhich are urgently needed for the manu- -
fncturo of guns, munitions, accoutre- - !

menu,, q. jiUl vran such neutral king-
doms on the frontier as Itumanla, Italy,
Switzerland. Holland, Denmark, nnd withtho Baltic Sea more or less controlled by
tho German fleet, these dimcultles and
the problem af buying additional food
supplies from abroad may easily be ex-
aggerated. Mo argues that so long as thepopulation of Germany Is united by mili-
tary nrdor and national sentiment, re-
garding tho war as Just nnd holy, It Is
not likely to bo reduced by starvation ;
and he sums up: "There Is no economic
or physical Impossibility in n prolonged
duration of the war. If thero ore no de-
cisive military events, one may very well
look forward to a uar lasting six mouths,
perhaps longer."

Tho cost of the wnr rises as tho
nrmy swells In size. The revenuo is ex-
traordinarily good, nnd shows tho enor-
mous udvantnge of our free trade system.
For tho ten days It was 6,350,480, com-
pared with 6.994.305, for the same pe-
riod In October, 1913. Let us assume
that of tho total, roughly, one million a
d.iv which the ttnr has been costing us,
tSOO.OOO Is spent by tho War Olllce and
(200,000 by the Admiralty. This means
5o millions sterling a week for the army
and 116 millions sterling for the navy in
excess of peace expenditure. What Is
the excess for Germany? Wo would sug-
gest as a minimum tlgure 1CV4 millions
st. rllng a week for tho nrmy and half a
million for the navy And yot wo find
that Berlin has given out olllclnlly thnt
expenditure Is nt the rate ot only one
million n day, .105 millions a year, to-

ward which tho wnr loan has provided
230, rnough for nearly eight months. If
our llgure is near tlm mnrk the loan will
be exhausted In about three weeks time,
certainly long before It has all been gath-
ered ie nd the German Imperial reve-
nue, dependent largely on customs, must
have shrunk enormously.

400 Ordorcd nnd 800 Otlicrs
Mndo Available Tliroiiph
Now Budget Allowance.

tho dust In loadlrwr and 100 ier cent of
the dust after the cart han b- vn loaded.

"Hy this arrangement. If wo can got I'm
money, we will do away with the nr
noyance of dust from flying nhes in v
crowded porta of tho city. Such a thing
is a nulsanco. Everybody admits it, but
the quiwtlon has been, first, the bis;
way of eradicating It, and second, get
ting the money.

"Hut you must understand that thin de.
vice for covoring the ash carts Is ten
porary. These carts aro to be us d until
we work out plan for an absolutely
dustlcsti collection of ashes and refusi
That Is what wo are working on now
In our tnoidel street cleaning district. You
see the Hint defoot In our present system
begins in tho household. Wo have an op- - n
can, wo hnvo an open cart nnd we hav
an open dump, while litu nnai eiispoxiuoi
plnnt Is a nulsunoe.

"We must start with a standard can
with n cover, nnd wo must have a devlco
by which tho contents may be dumpwi
Into a covered cart without throwing
any dust about tho streets. Wo nro n
present working on the plan of adapt ng
the device best suited to New York. W
have praotlcally hit on one. You know
It never would do to tako the systtm
used In Germany and adopt It wholesale
because New Yorkers throw away mani
times more stuff than do tho Germans,

"We are working on thene plans to bring
about a dustless and sanitary collec'lon
of garbage and ashes, nnd nlso to clean
the streets thoroughly nnd cheaply. There
is no doubt of the need of these things,
but the now system must be thoruogh, nnd
Its adoption means of courso such a b'g
change and the expenditure of so mufh
money that the thing cannot bo done
quickly."

The necessity for tho covered ash can
and covered ash cart has been set forth
by The SUN. The report of a committee
ot the Academy of Medicine on this matter
says: "Tho open ash and me carciessiy
covcred garbage cans and barreln are a
disgrace and n menace. In tho warm
months open gnrbngo cans attract and sup-
port the house II y and facilitate the dis-
semination of disease. Wo suggeflt that
the Board of Health refuso a permit unlcrs
the cart be covered and tho private cart
men contract to remove refuse only during
the night or early morning hours."

SAYS MANY WIVES WASTE FOOD.

Chnlrninn' PerUlne of Miinr' f.'nm-mltt- er

Deplores I. tick of KmiiTlnlirr.
The executive committee of the .Mayor's

committee on food supply, of which
George W. I'erklns Is chairman, ubmitted
Its report to Mayor Mitchol yesterday on
the educational work It haH been

The report deplores the great lack of
knowledge on tho part of the purchalng
public of the proper prices for food, how
to buy food nnd what nro tho rights of
the people ns to weights nnd measure. It
says:

"There aro many reasons for this, oni
of which nrlses from the fact that a large
number of homes In Now York are pre
sided ovor by wives and mothers wlv
when very young started to work at eome
culling that look them Into offices, stores
or factories. Another reason is that a
large number of homes In this city nr
presided ovor by wives and mothers who
are daughters In well to do families.
where the mistaken notion prevailed that
It was not necessary for tho daughters
to learn practical housekeeping The re
suit has been thnt theso daughters mar
rled without knowing anything nt all
about housekeeping, nnd tho extrnvngnnce
nnd waste In these households nro large
and unnecessary drains on tho food sun
plies of this city."

Mr. I'erklns continues In his report thai
the domostlc science tnught In schools and
colleges Is a most helpful corrective of
this situation. The committee report
that It undertook a campaign of educi
Hon, beginning with October 1, nnd hn
esued clrculnrs every few dnys. DOO.onn

copies of theso circulars having been d's
trlbuted,
