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Secretary (inrrlsmi nnd the power
if t'otigresx.

It is truly satisfactory to liuve Secre-
tary (!abriho.n'h personal assurance, that
Ills attitude toward Congressional In-

vestigation of tho conditions and needs
of national defence Ih very dlffereut
from what was Inferred from published
reports of his talk on the subject. In
a letter to Tnr. Sun be define bin po-

sition carefully and places himself on
fafe ground. He was understood a
desiring to limit virtually to otllclal de-

partmental communications tbc Infor-
mation afforded to Congress or its com-

mittees. It appear that all he de-

sired was lo present army otllecrs from
volunteering to give their views and
also to prevent such views from being
mistaken for expres-doiit- i of the policy
of the War department.

Mr. (Sakrison's wish to keep depart-
mental communications entirely dis-

tinct from personal opinions or theo-
ries Is sound. The iiollcies which the
Administration advocates should bo
kept clear and apart from everything
else lu the minds of Congressmen and
of the public. Alt proper precautious
should be taken to this end, It Is not
altogether plain that this discrimina-
tion should necessarily bar oillcers from
offering their views to Congress. An
army oillcer discussing points lu his
profession s generally understood to bo
peaking for himself only: indeed, it Is

usually because of some dl (Terence from
departmental Ideas that he speaks at
all. iunl be Is apt to make the difference
ipille plain In a courteous way. Hut.
perhaps, the point of oillcers volunteer-
ing lo talk i not one of great practlcsl
importance. As .Mr. (i.viiriisnv points
out. Congress lias unlimited power In
summoning them, and If any one has
Ideas that he wishes to bestow on
Ihe country It Is never hard to get
himself sulipti'tincd.

The wrong Impression regarding Sec-

retary (iAitBisoN's attitude has been In
no small part due to President Wn.so.t's
reported ironical comment on Itepre-sentntlv- e

(SARD.i:n's move for a general
discussion of the defence iiiestlou;
namely, that It would be "good mental
exercise," Mr. Oakum r Is not the only
newspaper reader who considered that
this indicated indifference if not opposi-
tion to nn Investigation of the military
needs of the country. Not unnaturally
pronouncements of the Secretary which
on the surface fell In with such nn at-

titude, wero Interpreted In that sense
and as representing the hostile nttltude
of the Administration.

In his letter, which we publish In a
neighboring column, Mr. Oaiirihon
uhows that his position Is entirely cor-
rect. It has reference to department
etiquette rather than to the policy of
the Oovernment. Mr. Oaiirihon has
taken his duties seriously nnd has won
high esteem since the beginning of the
Administration for his sanity and mod-

eration, and for the practical qualify
of his direction of army affairs. It
would have been discouraging If this
energetic gentleman and valuable pub-

lic servant had slipped Into any nber-rntlon- s

In regard to his relations with
the Congress, anil It Is reassuring to
find that such Is not the case,

Japan's Responsibility with He-ga- rd

to Klnii-ibov- v.

Hearing upon the intentions of the
Japanese Oovernment with regard to
the future of Klao-ehow- , a voluntary
statement recently made by Count
Oki'ma. the .Japanese I'remler, Is Illu-

minating and It Is of the highest Im-

portance. In the end of August Count
Oki-.vi- sent "a message" to the people
of the I'nlteil States in the course of
which be said :

"As Premier of Japan I have Mated,
ami I now again statu to the people of
America ami of the world, that Japan
has no ullerloi motive, no ilislre to se-

cure more territory, no thought of de-

priving China or other peoples of any-

thing which they may now possess, .My

Government anil my people have given
their word and their pledge, which will
ho ai honorably kept aa Japan always
k,teps pinmlses,"

Heading the ultimatum to Oermnny
In the light of this "message"' to the
American people. It Is difficult to believe
that Japan meditates tho occupation of
Klao-cbo- for a longer period than re-

quired to reconstruct tho government 'n
tho Interests of China and within a

reasonable time to turn it over to hrr
fioferninent. The length of the occu-
pation Japan would have the right t.
determine as the evlctor of Ormany
at considerable cost In money and also
of Japancso lives.

There can be no doubt that Professor

Tunica reflected American opinion when
ho interpreted tho ultimatum to Oer-
mnny to mean that Japan would not
nttcmpt to seize Klao-cbo- for herself.
Professor Jf.nks did not deal with tho
question that Japan niny eventually o

to take over tho lease of China to
Oerniany upon tho assumption Hint faith
would he kept if tho Intention wero
made clear that tho territory was to ho
restored to China upon the expiration
of the lease. Apparently he holds that
this would be a hair splitting evasion
of the moral obligation assumed by
Japan, nnd In effect n violation of the
solemn agreement to respect the In-

tegrity of China, to which Japan Is a
party. So frequently has Count Okuma
disclaimed for Jnpan any design upon
the territory of China that It may be
assumed that he would not take Issue
with Professor Jlnks. Hut ns public
opinion In Jniwn may demand that by
way of compensation for expenditure
nnd louses Incurred In the war the Oov-

ernment shall take over the unexpired
lease of Oerniany, tho United Statos
must be prepared for an unwelcom
Interpretation of the words "eventual
restoration" which were used in the ul-

timatum to Merlin.

The Foot and Mouth Scandal.
The whole system of Federal, State

and local cattle Inspection has been
shown up ns useless and Ineffective by
the spread of foot and mouth disease,
now definitely established In the herds
of fourteen widely separated States,
and probably existing In others. The
wide authority and almost despoil"
power conllded to public oillcers to pro-
tect the population from diseased do-

mestic cattle, the great sums of money
cheerfully contributed by the taxpayers
for salaries, fees and reimbursement,
hnve been wasted.

A disease easily recognized, the
spread of which Is possible only
through neglect of the simplest precau-
tions, has been carried over a territory
comprising a quarter of the I'nlted
States, within which at least a third of
Its population lives; It menaces the
cattle In every other State, and through
them the health of every citizen of th"
country.

The present duty of the authorities
is obvious, mill they are approaching It
with some show of Intelligent deter-
mination. The future duty of the au-

thorities will be to reorganize their
services so that such a pesti-

lence cannot ngaln spread from the
place of its origin or Introduction Into
the country, and to punish the unfallh
fill or Incompetent men responsible for
its contemporary prevalence.

llow much the taxpayers pay for the
service that has iicrniltl.il this disease
to run the course It has nobody knows.
The sum Is In the millions. It has been
paid over by the taxpayers without
complaint. Hut before this subject Is
illsposi-- of the gentlemen who have
been spending It without accomplishing
anything are likely to hear some plain
talk from those they have betrayed.

Peaceful Sir. Jumpers.
At the Philadelphia convention of

the American Federation of Labor Mr
Wai.tir OiomiK Smith, representative
of the Catholic Federation, seems in
hnve stirred the bile of many delegates,
notably those of the miners' unions, by
censuring the violence to which the
latter have resorted so often nnd so
memorably. Counsels of i.hv and order
may properly be addressed to ordinary
citizens, but they are an Insult to the
bellicose private warriors of Colorado.
Several Indignant patriots Jumped up
to rebuke the unworthily peaceful Mr
Smith, The Hon. Samvix Ooxirnts, ns
one speaking with nuthorlty. took the
Moor and uttered Ills we hope It Isn't
the Federation's otllclal creed nnd
confession:

"I believe In peace nnd order nnd I

deplore violence. Hut I feel that It Is my
duty to say at thin time that there comes
a time In the affairs of labor when mtikly
to bow to oppressive demands upon It Is

to consent to the riveting upon tho wrists
of Industry of the shackles to oppression."

Mr. Oompers deplores but approves.
The laws and the courts, public opinion
and tho ballot, these slow processes
may bo good enough for unprivileged
citizens. To "labor" thero comes a
time when the rllle and the bomb are
legitimate arguments and proper tools.

stitutionalist factious In .Mexico seems
almost hopeless. It Is Just as well for
the Administration to be prepared for
the complication!) of another civil war.
Oovernor Cahk.vnza in a message to the
Junta In Washington reads his title of
provisional President, until an election
Is held, III tho plan of Ouadalupe; ami
whatever his idiosyncrasies may be, be
Is courageous and stubborn. The plan
of Ouadalupe was adopted by the Con-

stitutionalists who acknowledged Car-ranz- a

ns lender on March 20, 1!I,",, In
Coahulla. It contained the following
declaration :

"In onder to orgunlre the anny en-

trusted with the accomplishment or our
purposes we hereby appoint ns First
Chief of the army, wnli-- shall le nanxid
Constitutionalist, Sefior Vr.S'I'htiano C'aii-ranz- a,

Oovernor of Coahulla.
"Whin the Constltutlonulist aimy occu-

pied Mexico city, Sflor Vkstbtiano Car-iianz- a,

or whoever may succeed him In
command of the army, will be appointed
ad Interim head of the executive power.
Tho ad Interim President of the republic
shall call a gitn nil election as soon as
peaco Is established, delivering the power
to the man who shall bo elected."

So long ns the rebellion lasted, that
Is to say, until Hukrta's successor
turned tho Oovernment over to the Con-

stitutionalists, Cahranza'n right to call
himself First Chief was not chal-
lenged, The precise terms of tho
Oiiudalupe plan wore not followed:
there was no appointment of "ad In-

terim head of the executive power,"
hut the plntforin Indicated Carhanza
ua provisional President and he as
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sumed tho office. He has never called
a general election, and If the Constitu-
tion is respected he cannot be a candi-
date at the polls. At various times ho
has talked of resigning and becomluR
n candidate, but his latest olllclal state-
ment eliminates him unless he Intends
to place the Constitution aside and
set up ns dictator.

It will be recalled that after Oov-

ernor Carran.a made his entry Into the
capital he was n party to an under-
standing with the military leaders. In-

cluding Cutteral Villa, that n confer-
ence should bo held In the city of
Mexico to appoint an acting Presi-
dent and organize a civil government.
Hut nothing cnuie of the compact, Villa
himself balking because he feared Oov-

ernor Carr.vnz.v would control the con
feience, thus obviously repudiating the
plan of Ouadalupe. The conference of
Oenerals afterward held at Aguasca-llcnte- s.

which appointed Hmimo Gu-tiirr-

provisional President, was not
recognized by Oovernor Carranza be-

cause It was a foregone conclusion that
1'r.vnclsc o Villa, with his "bodyguard,"
would dominate the meeting. Oenerat
(ifTiniiuz has since claimed the olllco
of acting President nnd appointed
Francisco Vii.lv cniumutider of the
armies of the republic. The appoint-
ment has had tho Inevitable effect of
driving every military leader Jealous of
the prominence of Villa over to' the
side of Carranza : I'Anr.o Oonzai.k.m.
OimuiON, Hlv.nco. Hay, and even Villa-ria- l,

who was the first selection of the
Aguascallentes conference for provi-
sional President. It Is significant that
members of the Mndcro family arc also
divided In their allegiance. Governor
Cahranza'h announcement that "hostili-
ties bave opened lietvveen tho forces
of the Aguascallentes convention nnd
Us Government anil the pres-
ent legal Oovernment. of which I am
the Chief Fxecutlve." Is a challengo
which General Villa will be eager to
accept.

In the event of nnnther civil war In
Mexico, which now seems unavoidable,
the duty of the Washington Admin-
istration Is clear: to let the Constitu-
tionalists tight their quarrel out to the
end nnd to continue the occupation of
Vera Cruz, while making adequate
preparations to Intervene If conditions
In Mexico become chaotic and ierlloiis
to American Interests.

Mil. aAHIllSOX'S ATTITUDE.

In a Straightforward Hay tho Secretary
Corrects Home Misapprehensions.

To Tint Kditor or Tin Sum Sir: Tour
editorial headed "Secretary Garrison and
Congress" In 's Issue of Tub Sum
Is a curious and Illuminating example of
how things, nt least some things, should
not be dono. You begin by assuming I

occupy an attitude which I do not, and
end by condemning tho attltudu In which,
by your unwarranted assumption, you
havo placed me, I do not conceive that
you have any desire to be Intentionally
unfair, and hence I state the facta to you
exactly as they occurred.

The Interview referred to arose out of
a question put to me by one of the news-
paper men nt their customary afternoon
visit. The question was substantially as
follows :

If Conitrassnian Gardner requeste you In
permit army otneera to volunteer their views
to Coimrees or a committee thereof, will you
do so?

To which I responded In substance aa
follows :

No, It Comtresa or a committee thereif
apply tome for facta I will arlva them all the
facta of which the Department hsa knowl-
edge. I will appear myself and produce all
the oflliers or ortlclals who pnaeese lntlmatn
knowledue of every detail, If Conitrees or
a committee thereof ask for the vlewa of
the Department upon any subject I will

tha vlewa of the Department, and If
the matter Is one properly calling for ex-
pert knowledca and opinion I will submit
such.

I said that tho policies which the De-
partment advocated should be, solely
voiced by the Secretary, the responsible
head thereof, nnd by those whom he au-

thorized to speak In behalf of tho Depart-
ment, and that I did not concelvo It
proper for subordinate to volunteer their
vlewa ns to what the policies of tho De-

partment were, I said that It was un-
necessary to ndd that Congress or n com-

mittee thereof possessed tho fullest power
to elicit the views of any person In or out
of the army upon any subject. I did not
even Intimate the slightest possible ob-

jection or criticism of their doing so,
What I did object to, and do most strenu-
ously object to, is to hnve subordinates
of this Department volunteer their opin-
ions concerning tho policies of this Depart-
ment to Congress, cither openly or cov-
ertly, ns the Secretary is solely responsi-
ble In law nnd In fact for tho policies of
tho Dipartment. It needs no argument
to demonstrate the propriety of this posi-

tion and to demonstrate, further, that
confusion and chaos would

result from any other course. You might
as well permit nny nnd every subordinate
of a newspaper to print his own views
upon the policy of that paper without
regard to the policy as determined upon
by Its responsible head

You say:
The Secretary l represented ae holdlnc

the position that he Is responsible for the
military policy of the country. Is not this
a serious error? Does not Congress control
the policy and the Secretary administer It T

I agree that there was a serious error,
but I did not. commit ,lt. Tho error was
In so representing, or rather misrepre-
senting, my iwsltlon.

Of course Congrcf Is responsible for
the military policy of the country. Of
course I never even Intimated anything to
the contrary; In facL I emphasized that
very thlnif. As I stated abovo, I pointed
out thnt Congiess or its committees In
determining this very question undoubt-
edly had all thn power that was possible
to enable It to summon before It every-
body and anybody It ehoso In order to
get nil this facts, opinions and views it
might desire to enablo It properly to legls-lat- e

on the subject matter. Let Congress
determine what It wants and who It wants,
and It hae. full power to bring before It
all that It desires.

In omitting to refer to so much of your
editorial ns assumes to describe my state
of mind nnd to impute motives for my
notions, I do not wish to be understood
as assenting to the correctuesi of your
assumptions or Imputations. I refrain
merely because those matters, being pure-
ly personal to mysulf. are not Important,
whereas th other matters that I have
referred to are vitally Important, because
they nffeet tho Department In Its proper
attitude toward Congress) and the country,
and If left without correction misrepresent
Its attitude.

IIESEHVE ItAXK DISCOUNTS.

An Hxntntnatlon of Nome I'cenllar Ideas
About the Vnrylng lvcl or Itatcs.
To tub Koitob or Tin SUN SIC Who

Is supplying all the peculiar Information
which has been emanating from Wash-
ington lately on certain contemporary mat-
ters of grent financial Intorestt JnGnrint?
from the views which the Treasury De-
partment has ventilated In the lat year
or so, it might not bo a bad guess that
somebody closo to Secretary McAdoo Is
the source of Inspiration.

llowovor that may be, advices from
Washington have t'emed with absurdities
relative to tho problems which Secretary
McAdoo nnd Sir (leorge I'alsh are sup-
posed to havo been discussing, One new
schemo after another hns been trotted out
as the probable product of an agreement
to be reached between these two dis-
tinguished diplomats for tho benefit of tho
financial unlverac. It has not at any time
been obvious that they could contrive an
iffectlvo arrangement of any sort or that
It was necessary for them to undertake
anything, but npart from this phase of
their Intercourse the projects which have
bien mooted have been preposterous.

Thu point Is worth making because tho
xhlbltlon of financial silliness at Wash-

ington has Just taken a new turn. It Is
impossible to bcllevo that the Federal He-ser-

Hoard, which has shown so much
sagacity in framing regulations for tho
conduct of tho reserve banks, can In any
way havo sanctioned the Idea now pro-
pounded ns to thu relative level of dis-
count rates to be established in the differ-
ent reserve districts. The chances are
It Is ngaln tho Treasury which Is poison-
ing tho wells of popular knowledge.

Wo are told that It Is a foregone con-
clusion that tho reserve bank discount
rates will bo generally lower for tho
Southern districts thnn for tho East and
the West. The explanation is vouch-
safed for this that money Is comparatively
easy In New York, Boston and the West,
while It Is very tight in tho cotton pro-
ducing States, It Is a reasonable pre-
sumption that reference to the West Is
meant to Includo only the Chicago dis-
trict. Certainly the open money market
In the Northweeit and tho far West Is, ns
always, on a higher lovel than In tho moro
Kastern centres.

This Is not the first time In the last
week or so that tho same notion as to the
variation of tho discounts at the rescrvo
banka has been set forth In Washington
advices. Tho allusion to tho distress
which the cotton situation Is causing the
South Is another Indication that responsi-
bility for u notion so ridiculous must be
fixed on the Treasury Department

Thero Is no doubt that roserve bank
discount rates may vary for different sec-
tions of the country. Uniformity was
considered while banking and currency
legislation was being deliberated In Con-grer- -s

last year and rejected as unattain-
able. We may expect accordingly to seo
a fairly extensive range of discount fig-
ures from one end of the land to the
other Wo have always seen the same
thing In tho range of Interest rates In thn
open money market ns distinguished from
tho ofllii.il money market which the dis-
count facllltbts of tho reserve banks will
afford

In all probability tho olllclal discount
rates will parallel pretty closely the line
which would be made on a chart by tho
open money market rntes. Temporarily
the reserve bank discounts may rule even
lower than the average Interest rate in
the dlffeient sections In order to accom-
modate the transition of from tho
old ystem to tho new. Eventually official
dlseounts will lend to rule above the open
market rate, and It Is certain that tn a
critical time like this the reserve banks
will not court the dangers of undue credit
expansion by cheapening the cost of credit
below the terms which result from private
nigotlntlons.

Of one thing we may be sure. Thl Is
that In genera) tho dleparlty between

bank discount rates will not be of
the kind asstrted In the Washington des- -
patcnes. in say that discounting will bo
cheaper In thn .South than In tho East Is
shier nonsense. This1 Is the same thing
as saylnu that money Is to be dearer In
the lending cyntres thnn In the borrowing
centres. If the South needs funds, as It
clearly does, thero la only one way to
attract them nnd that Is by the Induce-
ment of a higher rate of IntcreM than Is
obtainable elsewhere

Not for a momint can It be supposed
that the Federal Iteserve Hoard has en-
couraged the foolish proposition I am ex-
amining. It must be tho Treasury De-
partment, which has nlven so many other
IndlcatKns of its Inept conceptions of the
naturo of business, especially of tho bank-
ing business

To make n lower discount rnto In the
South, vi here money Is wanted, than In tho
North nnd East, from which the money
lust conn, would Involve an effort to force
money to tnovo In a direction counter to
Its n.iturnl tendency. Water does not flow
up hill, although It can be pumped up hill.

Kinu or pumping process would
havo lo be Inetltutcd to reverse tho cur-
rents of money In accordance with nny
scheme for giving the South tho benefit of
a lower discount rate thnn the Hoston or
New Yoik reserve district, for example,
but If resort Is had to nny pumping de-
vice the consequences to the country's
sjslem would bo disastrous.

As a matter of fact, It is something
which simply cannot bo done, nnd tho
Federal Itcservo Hoard has too much sense
lo tiy It. no matter want somebody in the
Treasury Department may think about 1L
