An argument for
the diversification of crops In the South,
with n reduction of cotton acreage, is

operation of the Wade cotton fund.

The Secretary points nut that the bank- -

era and merchants of tho South who deal
directly with the cotton farmers can exert
an Important Influence In favor of a re-

duced cotton acreage, and It evidently Is

his purpose that the prestige of tho per-

sons responsible for tha administration
of the Wnde pool shall bo exerted In

the same direction.

absorb them with greater advantage than ,

by nuying sucn aupput irom miguuoring
States.
