STOCK EXCHANGE TRADING
WILL BEGIN AGAIN TO-DA- Y

Brokers Enthusiastic Over
Doors Have Been

Restricted List at Start.

At 10 o'clock this morning, after an
Interval of txactly 111 days, the ma-

chinery of stock market speculation In
Willi Street will move ugaln. The com-

mittee of five of the Stock Exchange
complet d arrangement yesterday for
the resumption of trading In stocks on
the floor.

The market will be under restrictions
at the start- - A list of mocks In which
open trading will be permitted has al-

ready been made public. The minimum
prices below which dealings arc prohib-

ited were announced yesterday afternoon.
The arrival of the, day for the reopen-

ing of the Exchange for trading In stocks
has been awaited anxiously In Wall
Stroet tor weeks. The. resumption of
bond trading was only a preliminary. It
is necessary to be of the financial dis-

trict to realize the enthusiasm with which
reopening is hailed. The fact

that the market Is likely to be a small
one and that the necessary restrictions,
euoh as the omission of the leading specu-

lative favorites, will seriously cramp the
trading means little besides the plain evi-

dence that normal conditions are at last
In itfVi II in ennrtHrntlv h llevtd that
it will soon be poMilble to dispense with i

these restrictions and that before long
tne committee or nve uk w... ue m'
so.ved.

Tre minimum prices fixed by the au-
thorities, to prevent the possibility of

violent decline represent a reduction
of about 2 per cent, on the average from
the level at which trade have been per-

mitted through the Cl.arlng Houe. This
level In turn was the same as the clos-
ing prices of July 30 last, les one diVe-den- d

In each cae since paid. In the
majority of Instances the reductions were
simply fractional to make the minimum
an even figure for the sake of con-

venience.
In the case of Amalgamated Copper, the

principal speculative favorite on the list,
the reduction Is 2 points. Reading Is down
: points Norfolk and Western I. New
Haven 2 and Pennsylvania 1. Consoli-date- d

Gas Is down 4. All these stocks sold
through the Clearing House yesterday

above tho new minimum prlo;s.
The Committee of Five also submitted

new m'nlnvim prices for the stocks. In
which the fading will remain for the time
being under the surveillance of the au-

thorities In the clearing house. These
issues will not be dealt In on the floor.
Corresponding reductions are marie, which
In this case also will tend to stimulate
activity These minimum prices do not go
Into effect until next Monday.

Ttrokera Prepnre for Trntlinu.
No disturbance to the outstanding spec-ulatl-

position Is expected from the re-

duction In the minimum prices, and there
Is little likelihood of considerable forced
selling on this account.

The brokerage houses have made prep-
arations for reopening Kmployees who
tvtre on ran pay or laid ot? entirely have
been taken back on tho old ttrnil.

A demand for time money shows that
many houses have been assuring them
selves of liberal credit facilities.

Faces that have not ben seen In many
months have reappeared In the commis-
sion houses In the past few days.
