Ho used to feed Mr. Tuft's private

This blue bedroom gave trie food for
Interesting rellectfon.

Inscription, which I read as I struggltd
with my book: "In this room Abraham
Lincoln Nlgncd tho Kmanclotlon Proc-
lamation of January 1, ISC3. when by
4.OU0.000 slaves were given ithelr free-
dom and slavery forever prohibited In
theso Vnlted States." It Is only u ftn e
Udroom now, having been made o ly
the plans of the MoKIm restoration
which was accomplished during tho
Itoosevelt administration, but it was
once Lincoln's Cabinet room, a room
in which he lived through many terrible
days during the civil war. It seemed
strong' t spend my first night in the
White House surrounded by such
ghosts.

The servants In the White House nre
paid tho usual wane, from ." to $50,

and are no more nnd no less eflkii it
than other good hous workers In other
homes. The entire Whrto House ptnff
Is paid by Che C.o eminent, the only pri-

vate servants In our employ o. lug i

Filipino valet, who had be. n wi'n Mr
Taft for a number of years, and my pt

maid.
In fact nil White House expenses ore

paid by the Government, except actual
table supply bills, and Mr. Taft Is fond
of Insist. tig upon his conviction that the
country treats Ms President
well. He was the first President to re-

ceive a salary of fT.Vooo a year, and
when the subject of his nomination was
uppermost in pol Ileal discussions he
did not hesitate to say that he thoucht
this Increase from JSo.OOO was an abso-
lute necessity. He did n t expect to
spend $73,001) n year, but he knew by
careful calculat.on and by n knowledge
of President Roosevelt's oxpendrures
tlmt he would hive to spend at least
J.'iO.OOo ii year and he thought he bad a
citizen's right, even ns President, to
provide a small competence for his fam-l.- y,

a thing which in his twenty jears
of poorly pu d otlli Inl service he had
never had on opp..rtun?..v to do. He
was Tut years old, with two sonsand a
daughter In school and college, and, as
Secretary of War at least, he had long
Wen working for a wage which wis

lint th'' country really Is
fiood to its President. It does no; make
li'lm rich by any means but it enables
him to the wolf a fair distance
from his door If he Is sensible enough
to ns.sst Its gener slty by the exercise
of a m. Id form of prudence.

My first Inspection of the White
House on the evening of my husband's
Inauguration was casual, but the next
day I assumed the management of the
estab'lshmen'i In earnest and proceeded
upon a thorough Investigation, which re-

sulted In some rather disquieting revela-
tions.

Mrs. Uooevelt as .ho retiring mis-
tress of the Wh to II !!' natu-all- y

would make no changes or purchases
wh eh might not meet with .the ap-

proval of her successor, so I found the
linen supply depleted, 'the table service
inadequate through breakages, and other
refurnishing necessary There is a Gov
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Her Life
ernment appropriation to meet the ex-
pense of such replenishments and re-
pairs, nnd every President's wife Is sup-
posed to nvill herself of any pat', of It
she requires to fit the mansion for her
own occupancy.
