It would be n hard world nnd a dull

life that brought no period of Joyous
effervescence to the people collectively.
New Year's Kve Is one of the annual
oeontons that have been chosen by
common consent for giving vent to nat-

ent custom of seeing the new year In
replaces, after nn Interval of years, but
now with a sufficient sanction of estab-

lished usage, the older custom of New
Year's calls. Time out of inlnil the
need for some characteristic celebration
of the day has been recognized, nnd In

other countries much Is made of It
according to national Imputes, in
I'm tire, for Instance. It Is the great day
of calling nnd present making, of re
newing ties of friendship and acquaint-
ance.

The calling ystem In New York be-

came subject to grave abuses. A beau-

tiful custom In a small and simple com-
munity. It grew to be a nuisance and al-

most a social daugcr In the vast promis-
cuity of a big city with a mixed popu-

lation. In the years after lis decline,
however. It was distinctly recognized
that New York had lost something. It
had a great holiday of universal observ-
ance but without nny dcllnlte

This was often commented
on by the hnrcd Idlers of .lauuary I.

Then came the appearance of the
oxernlght Jollification. How It began
It might now be hard to say, but at any
rate some fifteen years ngo it emerged
into ttif ininiic consciousness as n
clearly defined feature of New York
life. It has held Its own ever since,
and It Is an event to which every d

spirit looks forward with pleas-
ure. True, abuses may have crept Into
the night's doing-- , especially In the ear-
lier years of the celebration when It
grew Into popularity with unexpected
leaps. Hut these have never been very
.serious drawbacks, and In recent years
successful efforts have been made in

tlnn of Joy and hope. There Is no pood
reason for balking or curbing this great
movement of good humor, and the elty
at large will approve the Mayor's course
In giving free rein to It.

The (Jraiul Old .Man of the Sierras.
A sequoia of the human kind fell

when .loii.v Mnn died. He should bo
burled In Yosemlte Valley nnd have
r.l Capltan for his monument. It Is
hard to conceive of the Urand Old Man
of the Sierras lying still and lifeless.
In his writings he seemed to have Im
mortal youth and to bo. one with tho
great, trees and the waterfall and the
winds that swept the heights and made
music in tho deep woods. Of all who
roamed Yosemlle none was more nt
home ihere, more In tune with Its mani
festations, more friendly with its beasts
and birds, more serenely content In Its
solitudes and elemental violences. There
Is a picture of John Mnn climbing a
pine to sway with It In the "wind storm
In the foresl," which he describes so
wonderfully that one forgets time and
place In reading the rhapsody nnd Is
carried Into the heart of thn Sierras.
Where Is there a finer passage In nil thn
literature of nature?

To .loii.v MriR there was no peril,
nothing lonely, rude or uncongenial In
thn American wilderness. "Onn should
go to tho woods for safety," he said.
(Mvlllzed towns he regarded ns more
dangerous and hostile. A man could
take care of himself in the wilderness,
nnd nature was hospitable. He prac- -

tl.ed what ho preached. Willi a bun
dle of bread anil some tea he went. Into
the Sierras alone nt nil times of th"
year. Snows might drift nnd tempests
beat, but John Minn wiih nafo and
happy; In tho tremendous ninoilH of
nature ho felt elntlou. The bear was u
rnntmdo Mum never carried firearms

thn rattlesnake, harmless If not pro-
voked, and the water ouzel, poised on
a spray over foaming rapids, made the
dlvlnesi melody In the world. One of
the greatest disappointments In Mi ir'h
life was . shrinking from u
night In the sequoias under the stars.
Tho Concord philosopher caimi to sea

a sunset glorr tinntrflgured the West.

It was getting
lute, the dewa were falling, thoro was
a chill in tho air, tho camp bed was
rough, strange noises were abroad, nnd
Emerson left Mum to his wilderness.

Itweemsonly tho other day thnt John
Mtnn waHshowlngthesequolasto Willi-
am Howaiid Tait, pushing him with
friendly hand , nloug the trnil, and
giving the President no handle, to his
name, for Mum was ns democratic ns
n bear. Qalkn Clark, discoverer .if
the big trees, lived to near n century,
nnd his disciple and comrade, who pre-
served the sequolns for generations to
come, bade fair to lant ns long. Minn's
wanderings nnd privations had but
dulled the edgo of his vigor: nt 7.1 ho
wns voyaging far up the Amazon, nnd
be was still a strong man on his feet.
Tlie future seemed to hold for him
many days of exhilaration and worship
In the wilderness. Ho was cut down
untimely In n hale old age. Hut he
will live In human ineniory ns long ns
tho vast Alnska glacier named nfter
him, nnd tho Inspiration of the Iraoks
Into which ho poured his soul will not
wane.

To mis EMirm or Tub Sox Sir The
Idealist is one wliosa aspirations deter-

mine bis judvmant; the realist, one whose
Judgment determine his aspirations.
Idealism is a distemper of the ungoverned
Imagination, and Idealism Is Its convales
cence, Hoth Mils country and Hurope have
been desperately 111 of the disorder, but
now fortunately are welt on the way to
recovery.

In Mils country we have had the Itoose-ve- lt

Ideal of a. "pure democracy," achiev-
ing Its uttermost chastity In tho concep
tion of a nupreme court of popular clamor;
that calamity happily has ceased to
threaten. Wo have had tho Wilson Ideal
of American consecration to Uie service
of International altruism: that perversion
of governmental authority has been
checked, and the submerged 85 per cent.
of the Mexican people Is to be pirmltted
to workout Itsown salvation. We have had
the llrvan Ideal of tho affection and ro- -

apect In which all nations nnfst hold a
Just people: our temptation to confidence
In that manner of defence disappeared
with llBlnlum's neutrality. We have had
the fltilzer Ideal of tho unrestrained rule
of the "common people": the "common
people'' speedily recognised their own In-

capacity as Impersonated by their
representative. We have bad

the Jlobtnn Ideal of senatorial selection
by virtue of puritanical Intolerance; Ala
bama prefei led uble service to defamatory
propaganda, and that method of office
seeking Is no longer popular. Wo have
had the Ideal
of national antagonism to prosperous
business i nnd the several departments nnd
commissions of the Government comprise
tho only considerable body of our citizens
that has not yet discerned tho dlsaetrous
results of Its application. In num. we
have entertained and been aovernod by
Ideals political and economic. Ideals so-
cial nnd personal, Ideals sacred, profane
and promethean, and the common char-
acter of them all has been th'lr hopeless
Impracticability.

Blundering blindly onward In const-crate- d

conceit, we nevertheless have been
singularly and undeservedly fortunate In
our merciful destiny: for Germany and
Kngland aro paying Infinitely greater pen-
alties for sins of Idealism no graver than
our own. Knulnnd ha Indulged ton gen-
erously the aspiration for universal peace,
while Germany has cultivated too real-ousl- y

the aspiration for Imperial aggres-
sion The trial of those Ideals by the
corsnmlne fires of realism has come with
a vengeance; and It is altogether likely
that whon the smoke of battle ehnll have
cleared away both t.ioso great nations
will have been purlfled of all ambitions
save those alone that recognize the veri-
ties of natuie and human nature an they
really are,

One sfler another the fantasies of the
dreamers nre being submitted to the
harsh lest of truth, one by one they nre
found wanting. The Idealists have had
their delirious day nnd the course of

These agreements are essen-
tially In tho Interest of the general public,
since they prevent price discriminations
In favor of a few purchasers, ns ngalnst
th great majority who are willing to pay
the advertised price.

A Cincinnati dealer who had agreed to
sell Ford car nt the standard price broke
his contract. Thereiitton the.t'nlted Stales
court was asked to Issue an Injunction to
prevent furtlier violations of the agree-
ment. The court refused io grant the
reuer asuen for. on the ground, among
otner reasons, thnt agreements to sell
goods at uniform prices are In restra.nt of
trade nnd therefore xold.

Here is a plain case of public clamor
against business being translated by .he
courts into nn oplnl..n that long estah-llshe- d

methods of marketing goods are I-
llegal and that duly executed contracts
may be freely broken by one of the parties
for the purpose of taking nn unfair

of competing dealers selling the
same aillcle.
