History Will Give S914 a Place as Year

of War Which Brought Out Best in Men

Against. Woodshed nnd Dslruc-Ho- n

It Will Place Heroic
SncrlficoB of Europe.

To attempt to estimate the value or ti'e
mrnnlng of 1911 In human history at this
moment, closi. to the event, In futile nnd
foolish. Tho single fnett, unmistakable
now lo all who have, lived through It. Is
that since the Prench Involution first
overflowed Into Kurope no year has con- -

ta'ned events which so Immediately af-

fected such a wide field of human life.
Industry, happiness, as thut which has
now closed. Since the French ltevolutlon
nothing In world history has been com-

parable to the great war.
It Is natural that the very magnitude

of tho struggle, the extent to which It
has swept nwny the theories, the beliefs,
the Ideals of the contemporary world, the
lompleteness with wWcli It Iiuh demolished
all tho bulwarks nnd protection which an
optimistic period bad relied upon to save
It from the miseries and the misfortunes
of other centuries, has let: tho world
helpless, bewildered, avvain of tbe great-
ness of the thlnir that has happened, In-

capable of fareoeelng what Its effect Is to
be upon the mental, the spiritual world
that Is to come after tut siruegie nas
ended.

To cxvmparo It with th French itevoiu- -

tlon to to suggest that the whole social,
Intellectual fabric of the nineteenth cen-
tury Is now to be destroyed by a lire ns
tremendous, ns destructive as the great
conflagration whlon waged In the stubble
field which the eighteenth century nai

and when at last It bad died out
was perceived to have destroyed perma-
nently something approaching a whole
world. Yet as no man In 1792 could
foresee, Interpret, undrstand th grat
Mnvointlnn. so to.dav the great war re
mains. In Its meaning, perhaps fortunately,
conceivably unfortunately, a mystery.

"places In tho sun" and a whole
host of similar details, tho Kurope of 17JJ
must havo seen in the killing of French
royalty the the Immediate cuuv
of tho great Revolutionary war. Yet to
history, to all future tune, the causes, the
preliminary incidents I" the wars of the
French Involution, the early campaigns
themselves, have become utterly of no
value.

In the s.imit fashion, is It not possible
that the future, looking back over the
first d;iul, and a half of tbe twentieth
century, tho last eai of the nineteenth,
will ooutont Itself with a hurried summary
of tna steps by which Kurope, with Its
Asiatic. African, American nnd Australian
annexes, descended the Heps which In-

evitably and unavoidably lei to a world
vv.or. nnd this done, hasten on witn sman
concern for the que'tlon of teal or fan-

cied moral responsibilities to a discussion
ot the battles, the campaigns, the great
men. the luave deeds which wem the
memorable In tlm making over

The historic olcy
of British statesmanship had always been
to unite nil tho wraKcr rowers or tne
Continent against thn om great J'ower
which wns tho rival of Knglnnd.

From 1898 to 1911 what wok actually
going on was a duel between llrltlsh and
Oerman diplomacy. More and more each
year two great nations felt themselves
becoming rivals. Moro and moro each
sought to prepare for the Inevitable, Ger-
many by making armaments, Ilrttaln by
making alliances, each, perhaps, confident
that she wns serving the cause of peace.

In thin silent advance toward conflict
1105 Is the next date after 1S98. Then
France, forever looking: over nt her lost
provinces, no longer chauvinistic but for-
ever unreconciled, having drawn closo to
Kngland, nnd Ittisnla, France's ally, being
Involved In an uniticcesaful war. Germany
struck the first blow, not at Frnnco, but
In an effort to separate France from
Kngland. In 190f tho Kaiser went to
Tangier flut France nnd Kngland did
not separate drew closer together.

llnsstll Urn it n Vesr lo I'liKlenil,
Again, In 1908, Austria annexed liosnin,

began the march to the .Kgean which was
to obliterate tho southern Slavs. This
time Ituwlan protest failed, but Uussla.
humiliated, drew near to Knijl.ind. Kng-

land and Hussla, as Kngland and France
had, forgot old Jealousies, accommodated
old rivalries. Then, al last, France, Hus-
sla and Kngland stood not yet united by
treaty, but In fact drawn together by
a common fear, or hatred, of Germany.

How near this approach was to an alli-
ance 1911 showed when Agndlf suddenly
reopened the Moroccan question and Kng-

land frankly announced her readlnrsH to
fight with France, and Itusslii'n loynlty
lo her a!Iy was nksurcd. After 1911
them never was any real hope of peace
In Kurojw without struggle. Uy slow
steps a state of mind had been created
and that state of mind meant war.

No less wonderful wafl the German
tihennmeiioiL men i.ir', vaguely, for to
"muchlnn." tvn army driven by mechanics
made up of mere ItiBtjumenlH. they now
began to behold nation of human be-

ings, united by nn Intense patriotism,
determlnntlen. courage and confidence.
Forty-fou- r years of unity, of common life
nnd aspiration had now patently welded
together setwrate States Into German
fatherland, and the gallantry nnd devo-

tion of the llnvarlnns claimed equal
praise with the endurance of the Prus-
sians.

In the lame time Kngland showed
again with her gallant Itttle army and
her tremendous fleet the same qualities,
the same characteristics thnt hav given
her world empire. On land the little
army of S'r John French, from Mons
to the Marie, disclosed their Inheritance
of precisely the quatltles that won
Waterloo and made the Peninsula the
gravo of Npoleonlc armies.

Thus Ins been that little by little
the world tias learned to discard the
notion, the idea, that a Waterloo, Se-

dan, a Jena, was to be expected. Hather
became plain to all obcrvcrs that

what was wus one of those
long, terrible struggles, fortunately In-

frequent In al. human history, In which
nil the tlemtnts of chaos, of unrest, of
revolution, o! sfuggle, attain temporary
supremacy, .mil the result Is a conflict In
which the lUtnlls nnd causes nre equally
obscure and tomplex and only exhaustion
can bring pace.

To-da- after live months, the Great
War presenti two wholly different as-

pects. On tae one side the world sees
provinces, cities, vast areas and beauti-
ful towns In aslie.s and ruins, it
s men. somen and children fleeing
before the storm as men. women and
children fled before the coming of the
barbarians o! old, sees them In Kast
Pru'sla. ;n well as III Ilelgium, In Austrian
Poland quite as much ns In the French
Champagne.

Tokio. Dec. The Japanese Foreign
Olllce Issued a denial y of report
that Japanese tioopa had been landed at
Vladivostok for service In Kurope, and
added :
