miles.

The Columbia waa used na n trial yacht
wtoen the Alliance waa bunt, ami in tne
rneea that year aho snowed ugun mat
sho waa better yacht than tho Con
stitution.

The Defiance waa failure from tne
start. She had the easiest form or tno
three defendtrs built last year, the small- -

est lateral plane, and yet her dcsUner
tried to m'ike her carry largest sail
spread. Sho was so much over canvassed
that before she Irad taken part In race
her sail plan had to bo cut down, Later
this was still rurttier reduced, nn" wis
toroler nnd weak, no that thoso In charge
wore ufrald of her. Finally, It was an-

nounced that her mast atep had so weak,
ened that she might lose her mast at any
time, and sho waa withdrawn from racing.
K. Wulter Clark of Philadelphia waa the
Inrgest subscriber to the avndlcste which
was capitalized at 1160,000, nnd at tho
end of tho season ho purchased tho other
Interests In tho yacht. After thorough
examination It waa decided that nothing
could bo done to tho vesaol, which was
structurally weak, and ahe waa sold for
Junk. Somo of the spurs and llttlngs are
to be used on the Istalena, whloh la now
being changed Into schooner, and tho
lend will be cut up find Bold. The hull Is
worthless, except for the little value of
tho steel frames and the thin mahogany
veneers used na planking.
