OLD CAMPS ABANDONED

ItAnDKRWUK, Xetlicrlnndir, Jan 2. A
rie-- Uclirlan town In Geldrrlnml, not far
fivm here, nnd about five minutes walk
from tha picturesque village o. Nunspect,
has arisen In tha last month. It has mora
Inhabitants than any other In thn Veluwe,
the well wooded, hilly hcathland of the
province of Clcldcrlnml.

Tho town Is ono of the cities of refuse
for the Ilclglan fugitives that are being
ir have been constructed In various parts
t Holland nnd thin particular placo Is
nadn ready for n population of 13,000.
V largo tract of heather grown soil has
.iecn fenced In with barbed wire, and
ttlthln this enclosure lias been built a
own of wooden buildings, a town in
hreo p.irtn, each separated from thn

others by long, wide wretches of heather.
The wooden hels have double, walls

to exclude cold, and aro ooveml with
plates of etcrnlto (u kind of asbest-granlt- o,

Impcrvloun to tho wet). K.icli
building can shelter 250 persuns, who
sleep In little rooms designed for flvo per-
sons each. Tho buildings arc heated by
huge Move.

Atoals aro sered In great common din-In- ?

rooms for 1.000 persons each, with
long tables nnd benches alongside. There
lining sheds stand close to tho kitchen,
whero ten big stoves are Kept going ull
day for roohlng No fcpar.itc cooking i.
.illowwl In tin; living anil hleeplng build
ngs anil no bmoklng either--a- ll for fear
if a twss.blo lire, which might havo most

disastrous consequences In this town of
Irnber. Tho whoto town l electrically

lighted.
IIussarM guard Us outer npproaehes and

't Is policed limldo bv more so dlers. This
very necessary, for nut all tho fugitives

ire of the kind that lovo law nnd order.
If necessary disturbers can bo "Internid"'
in tho two pnton sheds, ono for Uio men
(Cr.ledonla), the other for tho women
fCongo), wlili;h stand in an inoloturt of
barbed wiro tn the middle of the town.
Resides these useful but unpleasant pub-
lic buildings there aro n'Vfnil others, an
assembly hall, a post office, a church und
i school.

There aleo Is a store JUKt on whero
those few fugitive who st.ll possess sav-
ings or tliov who have had some motxy
glen tht-- tan bii wmn little ettrns for
then.selves. The fugitives at tho eump
at Oldebrotk aie .ill btlng moved to this
new town, whl.li U lem exposed to Uio
winds. Besides, unless a large number
of fresh refugees comu In, tho Oldebroek
ramp will have to be restored to Its
original pcsi-ssor- , tho Dutch army.

Another large refugee town for 10,-00- 0

people Is being built at IUW, also In
Oelderland, and other camps are to bo
made In other heulthful localities, for
tt has been found abso'titely necessary
to evacuato the first fugitive camp", those
In north Ilrubant, Xeelund and l.lmburg

In a kind ot way the Ilelgtans In these
refuge towns govern themelve, although
the Burgomaster Is appointed by tho
Dutch Government. Under him stand the
several pariah priests, who know their
Hocks, having tied with them to Hol-
land. Tho priests choose trustworthy men
to keep order In the various seotlons and
to be spokesmen for the peoplo lr they
have anything to rcriurtl livery day
the Burgomaster makes the rounds of hi
town hlmse f and any ono that wishes may
peak to him personaKy.
