Althoiipli His Legislative Pro-

gramme May Be Thwarted
by Congress.

SUA HP CLASHES PKEPICTED

Washington, Jan. 3. The CongreM will
expire by limit of law eight weeks from
neVt Thursday and th President still haa
a very elaborate legislative programme
ahead.

Predictions are freely mado on Capitol
Hill that he will not be able to realize
his recommendation, nnd the question Is
alieady being asked whether the Pres-
ident, falling to get what he so strongly
recommends, will ask for an extra session
The best Judgment I that he will not.
There are many Indications that the Pres-
ident Is anxious to hnve a long vacation
from legislative work following March 4.

He Is now strongly urging sev ral meas-
ures. Tho most pressing Is the ship pur-

chase bill. That will be fought mubbornly
In the Senate. The House, It haa b en
Intimated, will wait on tho Senate before
stiously taking up tho matter.

Many Dernocratlo Senators are opposed
to the ship purchase bill. The Hepub-llcan- a

are prepated to make a determined
fight against It. The best Judgment of
Senators outside tne limited crele wheh
works at all times to airry out the Ad-

ministration's policies b that the bill will
fall.

The Administration's conervatlon meas-ur- o

Is even more hoiielcss, according to
Senator Walsh, chaliman of the commit-
tee that fins btcn at work on tho bill,
who told his colleagues ycW.erdny that he
saw little or no hope ahead.

President Wilson has further compli-
cated the situation In the Senate by

ular legislative programme.
The Senate has taken up none of the

agricultural bills yet. Work on these will
begin this week. It is significant that
the only Important bill the Senate has
pasted this session Is the Immigration bill,
:a which the President Is opposed.

The river and harbor bill will tnke up
considerable time, particularly If Sena-
tor Burton and hie friends In thu Sennit)
decide to tight It.

Record Acreage in Grains Predicted by U. S. Chamber .of

Commerce Committee The South Still
Remains Puzzling Problem.

"WABiitNoroN, Jan. 3. The committee
on statistics and standards of the Cham-
ber of Commerce of the 1'nlted States of
America has Just Issued a report on
"general crop and business conditions us
of December 12, 1914." The report Is
accompanied by a map Illustrating condi-
tions In the various Industries and of the
prospects for business during th first
threo months of 191B.

While acknowledging the widespread
and depressing effects of the Uuropean
war on Industrial and commercial con-

ditions the rcisirt is generally reinsuring.
naturally prevails among all

classes, though It has been noted that
this does not extond to automobiles.

Purchases of goods for future delivery
nro far smaller than usual. Collections
are uniformly reported us poor. Lately a
marked change has bron noted in n
lessening of the earlier difficulty of

loans from banks ami In an
eAslng of Interest rates. It Is stated that
conditions In the South, while slowly Im-

proving, still prisent u serious problem.
ICIsewhere the feeling gathers strength
that a steadily improving future Is Im-
mediately ahead.

Crops In general hnvo been good. The
entire whrat crop shows an Increase of
12H percent, tmro than that of lust year,
und in some Southern points the Increase
U more than loO per cent. The reiiort
state that all Indications are that the
amount of wheat being held for lilgher
prices Is much less than Is generally
supposed.

"There is no reason on earth why Amer-
ican manufacturer cannot make products
of ni flue quality ne manufacturers of
other nations that Is, as a rule. Of
course there are a few exceptions to that
rule, as to all others, but these exceptions
can by patience. Ingenuity nnd experimen-
tation be reduced to tha vanishing point.

"It seems to me a wise, patriotic per-
formance for an American to use an ar-
ticle 'nude in the United States of
America' where the quality and Vrlce of
the domestic article aro approximately
the same as of she foreign made article,
for It nmt never be forgotten that the
consumption of produotn "made In the
U. fl. A.' gives employment to men and
wutnnn who live In America, and to glie
employment to all men and women In
America who want employment at a fair
wace Is becoming more pressing prob-
lem every day.

"It goes without saying that through
false pride some people In this country
prefer to use articles not made In this
country, even though the domestic ar-
ticles aro Just an good or even better, but
they nre scarce as hens' teeth. like angels'
visits, few and far between,

"If every American that gnes Into a
store to purchase an article co .ld bo In-

duced to demand tho 'made In mc U. S.
A.' brand It Is safe to say that It would
Increase the output of American labor at
least 10 per cent. In a year and give em-
ployment to thousands who aro seirrhlnir
for work and would feed and clotho an
nrmy of our people who are now hungry
and In rags.

"The articled bearing ithe brand '.Made
In the IV S. A.' should lie of first rate
quality. Otherwise, the movement will
piove lo bo a boomeranir. The movement
should therefore be aystematlzed and some
centrnl body of men and women of high
character such us tho Chamber of Com-
merce of the United States should have
a general supervision of It. I would like
to see It so guarded that the words 'Made
in the U. S. A.' on any given article would
be proof to all that It la an honest article,
the best of its kind."

Kmplre of earth, which conquered
Medo-Persl- Next, represented In the
legs of Iron, camo Home, the fourth
Universal Umpire, conqueror of Greece.
Therp are to be no more until Mennlah's
Kingdom; it will bo thu fifth.

Meantime, we havo hnd two attempts
at a tl rth monarchy, both tinsuccefsful.
One was by the Papacy; tho other was
that of Napoleon I. During this time
tha priwent divisions, which rcsulter
from the breaking up of the Ho man Um-
pire, aro represented by tho feet of the
lmn.ee, with their ten toes.
