AT BRIDGE

New York has never before exparienced
such a completa demoralizgation of (ts
traffic syetems as followed the subway
accident of yesterday morning. The ordi-
nary arrangements for handling a rush
hous crowd weres simply dissipated

Mon long accustomed to the machinery
of a throng In motion threw up their
hands In deapair and the procession of
human beings that dally moves from here
to there In orderly, businesslike fashion
was suddenly transformed Into a riot of
excited, pushing, elbowing men and
women who seemed to forget that the
world would still go on even If they were
not just where they wanted to be and
wouldn't be for some timea to come,

Bvery area touched by the subway felt
It and the feeling was vented in such an
attack upon the facilities of elevated and
surface lines as overcame their utmost
endeavors and left hundreds of thousands
of cltigens in a blue funk under a blanket
of fog. The policeman had need of all his
good nature, his tact, his stout arms, to
keep himself and a lot of other folke on
thair feet ar the long lines went squirm-
Ing up the elevated stairs or massed on
street corners to waylay soma sireet car
groaning along under ita living pack.

Of course nobody knew just how long
the subway trains wera golng to be stalled
and for some time afier the accldent men
and women bought thelir tlekets and
Jammed thelr way down to the station
platforms.  Then the platforms began to
be fed front the Miside, for a lot of fright-
ened people were making their way from
the darkened traine to the nearest exit
and the nearest exit was In most onses
no exit at all. It wasn't long before the
street kiosks began to look llke stock
tickers in panie days and the news that

cuine out of them was Just as satisfac-.
tory.
Subway employees and policemen got

word through the crowd that there was
no hope of u speedy resumption of traffic
and then there was a drive for the ele-
vated lines and street cars, even for taxi-
cabs, anything that would get somebody

to his place of business. Some walted
to get thelr money back, othera took
transfers, the greater number Bol away
from the subway as fast as they could

and started trouble somewhere else.

The great transfer points were over-
whelmed in the meneral confusion Many
people left the Third avenue elevated line
Wt 146th street as usual, intending to

Fire Luekily Was Where Man-
holes Let Out the Deadly
Fumes.

GAVE FIREMEN WORKT JOB|
l

Fire Commissioner Adamson was on
his way to his ofioce in the Munleipal
Bullding when Chief Kenlon, responding
to the second alarm for the fire in the
subway, met him and told him where he
was golng. Commissioner Adamson or-
derad his chauffeur to turn around and
follow Chief Kenlon's ear.

After Commissioner Adamson made a
personal investigation of the accldent
he gave out the following siatement :

“The fire oceurred in two cable man-
holes in the subway on the south side of
Broadway and Fifty-third street. It was
undoubtedly caused by a short olroult |
The power, light and signal cables for |
the subway enter the tunnel through
thess manholes The fire apparently
started simultaneously in the two man-
holes, and so far as | could sce was con-
fined to the manholea. The manholes
acted as A chimney for the amoke and
flames, which was exceedinghy fortunate, |
as they enable tha greater part of the |
flame and smoke to escape in that way. |
If the fire had occurred In the subway at
a point where there was no outlet the
smoke and gases would undouhtedly have |
asphyxiated many more of the pamsen-
Rers,

“The manholes are bullt 1n the mdes
| of the subway and can be entered from
the wtreet above or through doors opening
| Into the subway. Tha heat in thesa man-
| holes wan very great and tha cables were
! badly charred Fortunately the two
I southbound trains, on which moest of the
| asphyxlated persons were pussengers,
| stopped about three or four car lengths
| north of the point where the fire accurred. {
| Had tha cars stopped apposite the fire
| the econsequencea would undoubtediy have |
been much more serious. None ‘of the
curs was burned In any way. 1 was In-
! formed by some one at the fire that the
subway offelals kept running cars for
some time after the ahort elrcuit oc-
| curred, using, as 1 was told, the storage
| batteries on the ears. 1 do not know
| whether this is true or net
| “1t took some time for the firemen to
get ot the fire. and the smoke was driven

several blocks north and eouth  and
poured out through the wventilators at |
Fifty-third strest and Broadway

“The situation which the Fire Deapart-
ment had to face was the most serious in
all {ts experience, Chlef Kenlon Informed |
meée that he had never during his service
as A flreman faced a situation so serious
and diffieult. The Aremen had to go into
the subway by ladders placed in the nuar-!
row openings and through a dense and|
choking smoke. They were overcome by |
the doaens and had te be brought out by
thelr comrades.  Men were aent into the
subway in relays and worked with the
greatest courage and energy untll they
were overcome and had to be relleved,
They brought out many passengers who |
wera limp and unconsclous and some of
the firemen upon reaching the street col-
lapsed from the smoke and exertion. Un-
dev clrecumstances of exceeding AlMculty |
every flreman performed his duty with
the greatest courame wnd bravery. But'
for thelr prompt work thera could be ne
telling how serlons the fire might have |
been
