THE KNEISEL QUARTET.

ltalinn Composition of Modern Style
Has First Hearing.

The third concert of the Kneisel
Quartet took place Jast evening in
Acolian Hall. The programme comprised
V. Tommasini's quartet in ¥ major,
Beethoven's C major quartet, opus b9,
No. 3, and the Brahms piano quintet in
F minor. The interesting features were
the first performance in this city of the
Tommasinl quartet and the reappearance
In the ecapacity of assisting ‘artist of
Alexander Lambert, planist, who has
dwelt in the more or less peaceful seclu-
slon of teaching for about twenty years.

Mr. Tommasini has a good name in the
history of musle, for It was a Tomasini
(with one m) who was concertmelster
in the Esterhazy orchestra when Haydn
wiid the director of music, and this
Tomasinl gave tha father of the quartet
Joy by the way In which he played his
works In that form. This Tomasinl also
composed some quartets himself, but
these have not survived.

The young ltallan whose music was
heard last night Is thousands of miles
away from Haydn's Tomasini. He Is

acquainted with scales and chord succes-
sions of which no one had dreamed in
the Esterhazy times. They would have
astonished even Haydn, whose final page
it the Introduetion to “The Creation” has
a family resemblance to certain charae-
teristie parta of “Tristan und Isolde.”
The new Tommasin! I8 & modern of the
moderns and he writes with all the strong
feeling for progressions of whole inter-
vals, for a harmonle atmosphere often
supgesting the predominance of over-
tones and for clash of heavy dissonances
brought ahout by the movement of his
polyphony In his slow movemsnt there
was evidence of some Imagination, albeit

Mr. Lambert's plano playing has not
