Signoi Mm conl said tde King told dim
that this cataxtroplie was tde worst ho
hnd ever witnessed, exceeding even that
at Messina. The people of Axezzano have,
given up thcli- attempts to dig out tlio
bodies of the dead, Slgnor Marcont said,
and nre bending their erforls to saving
those who are alive In the ruins, notably
at tlie Normal School for Girls, wh.ro
Slgnor Marconi himself feeble nlces
imploring aid.

Fires have started in the ruins nt sev-
