of the reserve, banks, with only a slight
variation in the volume of loans nnd dis-
counts, Is noted In the summary of the
weekly statement of condition of the
banks made public by the Federal Re-

sent. Hoard Here Is the sum-
mary:

"As compared with last week the state-
ment shows a gain of over $.',."00,000 In
the combined cash resources of the banks
and of over $3,000,000 In the gold reseivoe
alone. Itans and discounts Increased
about SGiHl.'lOO. Almost Nt per cent, of
the paper held by the rtiserve banks ma-
tures within sixty days and over SO pr
cent, within thirty days.

"An Inctense of one nnd thrre-tenth- s

millions of the amount Invested In pub-
lic securities Is shown. I'nlted States
2 tier cent, and .1 per cent, bonds are held
by two banks and short time municipal
securities by six Institutions. The amount
of national batik notes held shows a de-

crease since last week of J.12.000. Net
deposits Increased about J7.000.000. New
York. Chicago and St. l.ouls reporting
the largfst gains

lower discount rates authorized for the
Atlanta, Chicago and San Francisco ie.
serve banks, discount operations, particu-
larly In the .Southern district, will as-
sume romewhnt larger proportions.

There Is still nbout JSO.000.000 of this j

"Tnere Is now an abundance of money
In many of the Federnl reserve districts,
and It seems an inopportune lime foi most
of the Federal Reserve flanks to tty to
forre their funds Into use through dis-

count opetnt'.ons in their own districts.
I'nder the Federal reserve system it Is
possible by means of rediscount operations
between Federal Reserve Hanks for re-

serve money to flow from districts whete
It cannot be employed Into those where It
can be UKed to advantage."

State Hoard of Charities y that
Florence Mart, who nsserted that she had
lost her speech after attendants poured
ooM water on her In lsing, wa. n she was
an Inmate, did not becomn dumb until
three days, after her punishment. He ad-
mitted tint' this method of punishment
was then Used,

Only one-thir- d of the girls paroled later
led respectable lives. .Mr. Wood said, antl

vlronrnent nnd surroundings, Despite the
mental and moral benefits many receivethey have lltlo Idea of morality iind prob-
ably go back to their old ways.
