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ASK GERMAN FOOD PLEDGE.

American Itrllrf In Polnnd De-

pends on Berlin's Ileplr.
Berlin, via London. Feb. 2. Herbert

C. Hoover, chairman of tho American
Commission for Belief In Belgium, and
Dr. Wlckllffo Rose and Ernest Illcknell,
who havo been Investigating conditions
In Belgium and Itussian Poland for the
Rockefeller Foundation and the Ameri-
can lied Cross, have arrived In Berlin
for a conference with the German Gov-
ernment.

The negotiations to be undertaken by
the Americana have the object of secur-
ing from tho German and Austrian
Governments a pledge that foodstuffs
will not be requisitioned from tha In-

The
establishment of a relief organization
for Poland Is conditional upon obtaining
these assurances, and thero Is rood
renron to believe that the necessary
promises will be given.
