Thne Hacue, Feb. 12.—The protocol of
tha anti-oplum convention of 1812, which
alms at suppression of the international
trafMic in opium, cocaine and other habit
forming drugs, was signed to-day hy

Henry van Dyke, the American Minister
to the Netherlands; Tang Tsing-Fou,
the Chinese Minister, and M. Loudon,

the Dutch Minister of Forelgn Affairs

The signatures put the provisions of
the protocol into force Immediately In
the three countries, which have an es-
timated population of 475,000,000 Inhabi-
tants.

“This enormous war,"” said Dr. van
Dyke, “should not make civilized nations
ignore things which operate for the wel-
fare of mankind. The opium
tion aims at putting a stop to tha
viclous trade in opium a= an intoxicant
and at imposing the strictest regula-
tion on the litigimate commmerce in oplum
for purely medical purposes.”
