He could not give anything
In th nature of a rule. This fact Ims
liinught alout the queer mental atti-
tude of the Chinese.

Another result of the literary educa.
turn has been the cultivation of n

artistic taste, both In nrt
nn,l In literary expression. Their whole
system of painting developed out of
their handwriting The earliest Chines
books were Hrlps of bamboo clasped
together by string From thla evolved
the folding fan. covered with Chinese
writing.

All through the Chinese classloe th
emphasis is upon ethlCB. The claMlca
for the children are very different from
ours. Never la there a reference to
frailties and vices of mythological
deities. This ethical outlook hiui had
an enormous effect. The thinking por
tion of th community nave an essen-
tially uniform Idea of morality. There
la a big advantage In th fact that
Ihey have never had any powerful war-rin- g

religious systems to compete with
their ethical system.

Ruddhlsm an 1 raomm sre not irem
Influences. Never haa any neaieci re-

ligious controversy in China tended to
diminish the force of Confucianism.

To illustrate the teacning 01 luiai
piety Dr. Ooodnow read from "The
Book of Filial Duty" several little
storle like fable written J.000 yoars
ago.

On of these was about Wu Lung, 8

years old, who, In the Chin dynasty, was
very dutiful to his parents. When
2,u00 huge mosquitoes swarmed down
upon them In their little hut he, In
order to draw them away from his dear
father and mother, unclothed himself
and lay perfectly still, not even slap-
ping the pests, In order that they might
1,0 drawn to take their 111! from him.

Another of these fables was to tho
effect that In the Jo dynasty Hu, 70

years of ge, In order to divert his
niriwi ti.irents. would frisk and cut
capers. H would take up buckets of
vnt.r and slln and fall with them In
order to afford amusement to his dear
flather and mother.

Still another waa that In the Hau
dynasty Wo Cliu and his family were

rv nonr. They had one child of 3

years and with them lived their aged
mother. Wo, In discussing their pov
r wirh his wife, said that they could

not support both th child and the
mother and therefore the patent de-

cided o bury th child, on th principle
ih, tii.v mtirht bave other ohlldren
but they never could have another
mother. Just ua tney nan oug m
grave and before they had killed the
,.V,IM ttiev uncovered a not of gold upon
which was an Inscription saying that
heaven had bestowed It for their having
done their filial duty.

It will be noticed that this Is precisely
' the opposite of our method. Hlx or

I seven centuries ago we got away from
I the literary' point of view. They, how-- I

ever, still cling to it.
You cannot expect them to compete

wiui us in materialistic deve!op-iut- .
They have not ithe social oonsclonn?s
11 nil the spirit of cooperation, rf you
could Aive them capital and the ability
to cooperate they could not get along.
for they haven't technical ability; nd
the process of acquiring these la vary
slow

For example, a man teaching mining
took his class of forty to a mine, and
suggested that they go down and ae.
its actual working. They positively re-
fused, with the exception of two. They
said that hat waa coolies' work. That
was seven eara ago. Now this same
professor Is able to re his boys to do
things with their hands.

The mission schools have don a tre-
mendous work In there things. They
have taught constantly th dignity of
manual labor, and they have persuaded
their 'boys to play games soccer, tennis
and baseball. The Intellectual and moral
advancement in thin la very great.

Many aay that the Chlnrae cannot
tell th truth Thla Is In large degic
true, but It (a not by purpose. They
cannot ace tho Importance of It, for
they are thoroughly Imaginative. Th
younger men, however, are getting tho
correct tlivmt of view In IhU onneetion. '

What Chinese education needs more
than anything elae la the aclentltle, pre-cla- e

and accurate work which cornea
from doing things with th hands

Tho (liacueslon which followed was
Intensely Interesting. Mr. Grayhlll.
teacher of Kngllsh for th pwit thirteen
years In a Christian school tn Canton,
said that the language question Is funda-
mental. In his collego thev have to
compel the Chlnep bova tn study their
own language. Thev maintain that there
ate so many dialects that It la not of any
ue, and they openly ask whv Kntrltsh
ehould ,not he substituted The lsladlcal urge that at least the one Man-
darin dialect Hhotlld be adopted by law
and taught In a phonetic way

Mr. Urayhlll also aa.d tha the edu-
cation for the trades la a real educa-
tion, that now there la a tremendous
and growing Interest In hand work of
all klnda, with agriculture the favorite
study

Mr. Tong, a Chlnee graduate of the
I'nlverslty of California, who is a po-

litical refugee. ald that his countrymen
are trying to learn our system of edu-
cation, lie realizes tho fundamental de-
fect of the purely llternry education Dr.
Ooodnow elucidated but he pointed out
thnt the Chimve language tremen-
dously Interesting, In that tt repreenn
hieroglyphic, phonetics nnd combina-
tion of Ideas. The recognition of thla
fact simplifies somewhat the atlldv of
the lancuace Such a atudv would yield
many gem In more (lelila of knowledge
than one would suppose lie cited, for
example, the f.vct that In the writing Of
n Cnntonon a description of a very
wonderful anaesthetic.
