GERMANS DESTROY

RUSSIAN BATTALION1

Berlin War Office Kppni ls Ad-

vance of Troops at
Allly Also.

ADMITS LOSS OF TOWN

Bkiu t.v, via London, April 7. A Her-
man success at Allly and the annihila-
tion of a Itusslan battalion near Memel
are reported In the official Herman
statement The loss of Drel
Hrachten Is admitted, The announce-
ment Is aa follows.

In tlie Western Theatre.
The village of Drel Hrachten,

which was occupied by our troops
the day before yesterday and which
the enemy has bombarded with his
heaviest nrtlllery and mine throwers,
was, for thla reason, again aban-
doned by w last night.

An attack In the Argonnc broke
down under tho tire of our chas-
seurs.

Northeast of Verdun n French ad-
vance approached only as far as our
outer positions. To the east and
southeast of Verdun a series of at-
tacks made by the enemy failed with
extraordinarily heavy lorses.

In the Combres hills two French
battalions were destroyed by our
tire.

At Allly our troops commenced a
counter attack, and threw the enemy
back Into his old position. At Aprc-mo-

the enemy had no success.
The othor French attacks at Fit-re- y

likewise failed completely.
Numerous bodies cover the fields

before our front, and the number Is
Increasing, owing to the fact that
the French threw those who had
fallen In tlie.tr trenches In front of
our positions.

On the western border of the Bols
le 1'retre one of our battalions beat
back strong forces of the Thirteenth
French regiment after a bayonet en-

gagement.
Notwithstanding a heavy snow-stor-

During an advance on Itulan
territory In the direction of Andre-Jew- ,

thirty kilometers (19 miles)
southeast of Memel, our cavalry an-
nihilated a Itusslan battalion.

It In ar-
gued theruforo that when the recon-
struction period beglni the Calnese Gov-
ernment nnd all those seeking money
for development projects In China w'll
have to apply to American capitalistic
for the money with which to finance
their enterprises.
