No other salo of cnRrnvlngs In his-
tory either here or abroad nppronrhed
anywhere near this In tho high average
of prices. Several sales, such as the
Von I.anna, tho Flrmln-nid- nnd tho
Theobald, which took place either In
Uindon or Stuttgnrt, hnvo brought np-- i
proximately as much or perhaps a little
more, but these collections contained
many more prints and did not bring so
good nn average.

Previous records for the Individual
print fell by the wayside until the very
end of tho sale. The sot of "Cries of
1ondon." by Francis Wheatley, No. 577,
sold to a buyer represented by W. W
Seaman, ngent. for frt.700. and this wa
tho highest price of the session, but not
the chief sensation.

Whlstlrra Aversie .rnrly l 1,(11)0,

The sensation was provided by tho
lato "Jimmy" Whistler, to whom ap-
parently sensations nro as necessary In
death as they wero In life. Practically
all of his etchings broke records. One
thousand dollars wns almost the average
prlco for them. Three sold for mora
than $:,000 nnd one brought $2,900.

To be sure they were very rich nnd
rnro Impression. Hut to say that tho
Whistler collectors nnd they nro rather
numerous In New York wero pleased
Is to expres It mildly. One of the best
known of tho Whistler enthusiasts ex-- i
claimed ns he wns leaving tho room :
"I felt ns though I wero making money
every minute of the sale."

The firm rf Jmes F. Drake, Inc.,
which has been n coniplcuous buyer
throughout the Ives sale, wns the pur-
chaser of Whistler's "Nocturne," No.
19S, for U'.9u0, This Is one of the
"twelve etchings," a trial proof, nnd Is
thousht to be unique, ns It was not de
scribed by Wednx're. It was printed
and signed by tho artist, who wrote on
the back of it, "Trial proof, irl." The
night effect mentioned by Wedmore Is
not visible In this state of the etching,
for, on the contrary, It seems to be In-
