The French meanwhile, not fK-ltn-

proceedings, took out n good deal of
the bitterness engendered In writing
romance's of the, ctuifltig war. In which
naturally the CSerman army did not
show up to advantage, and also took
sreat comfort In rotnemlerlnK and en-

larging upon the various remarkable
prophecies in circulation which all
seemed to point to the triumph of
France over Germany during the sec-

ond decade of the twentieth century.
Perhaps the most detailed and ex-

traordinary of these ptnphecies Is that
nf Strasburg, or. as It Is sometimes
called, the prophecy of Mainz, which
predicted the formation of the llepman
F.mplre and Its destruction one gen-eratl-

and a half after Its Inception.
Commandant de Clvrleux. a well

known French illlcer, was moved by
this prophecy to write a book called
"La Itataillo du Champ des lloulcaux."
In which he kIvcs the history of the
war that was to come and the final
destruction of the main Herman army
on a battlefield nean llamm In West-
phalia, concluded by the blowing up
of the (lerman Kmperor and his entire
staff by a Ixiinh dropped from an
aeroplane, one Is bound to admit
that M. de Clvrlcux did not foresee
the alignment of the various nations
with any very remarkable exactitude.
He makes Kngland quarrel with Ger-
many oven Belgian Congo, and after
hrce hours notice attack the Herman

fleet nnd destroy ten ship". llerm.iny
then KlVes France twenty-fou- r hours
,n which to Join her against Kngland.
France refuses, and the same night
lirmnny attacks French territory
fnim Metz.

Russia, being already, according to
the author, engaged In a struggle with
China and Persia, Is unable to come
10 France's assistance, while Italy nnd
Austria both declare their neutrality.
Kngland of cqurse accounts very easily
for the entire Oermuny navy, while
France with the assistance of n small
English contingent wipes up the
Otnn.my army, and the empire Is ob-

literated as a political entity, the
kingdoms of Poland, Hanover and
Psaot y being all that Is left of It.

This vivid but flimsy war story was
published in lull, and was received
with a good deal of miner and de-

rision in Cermany. It was shortly
followed bj a more serious and much
more bitter (Iceman work entitled
"Frankrelchs Knde," by Adolf Som-merfel- d,

in which not the defeat only
but the absolute wiping out of France
as a country is described.

The conditions which the author
presupposes for this war are very

tcresting as they show with great
exactness what the majority of the

1

Oermans really supposed would bo the
state of affairs. According to Herr
Hommerfeld Kngland remains neutral
not from choice but because she knows
the foundations of her empire nre
crumbling nil over the world and she
Is faced with movements for Inde-
pendence In Australia nnd In South
Africa and n revolt In India, while the
t'nltcd States which Is friendly to
Cermany threatens Canada by mak-
ing troops on the International bound-
ary line.

Russia meanwhile has made n secret
reinsurance treaty with the Triple

by which she Is not to come
to the assistance of Franco If France
Is the attacking power, and In return
for this Itussla Is to be given n free
hand In India, Persia and Afghanistan.
Montenegro also has leen attached
to the Triple Alliance by the promise
of Albania nnd Kplrtis.

The war begins by n quarrel be-
tween France and Spain over Moroc-
can railways. Spain appeals to Merlin
as one of the guarantors of the Moroc-
can convention, and Herlln sends n
crul-e- r to Agadlr. This boat Is blown
up one dark night (like the Maine)
and there Is an explosion of Indig-
nation In Cermany, which Immediately
declares war nnd Invades France along
the Alsace-Lorrain- e frontier, surpris-
ing nnd capturing Verdun nnd Uelfort.
while Italy invades also with three
army corps via Mont renin nnrt Mmit
Vlso, rapturing Chnmbrey, Ilrlnncon
and Crenoble nml ....nit ....l,n .itiA .v.- -Imud in nit;
Ithone district, nt the same time send-
ing n large army Into Tunis and Al-
geria.

The course of the campaign as
further outlined by the author Is

fairly reasonable, except that he makes
the French troops hopelessly Ineff-
icient and utterly unable to stand up
before either the Italians or the Oer-
mans, while Zeppelins perform mira-
cles of destruction and panic creating,
which their actual services In thepresent war have failed to substan-
tiate.

The French fleet Is caught ofT Cor-
sica, between the Italian and Alls-trl.u- i,

and utterly destroyed, where-
upon Toulon surrenders after a short
bomktrdrr.eiit and Marseille gives up
without re-- stance. The supreme bat-
tle takes place about Orleans, where
the French army Is surrounded nnd
defeated In a snow storm which, In-
cidentally, takes all the fight out of
the Frt rich African troops and sur-
renders.

Paris Is then Invested and endeavor
as a final resort to destroy the be-sl-

ng army by means of a vast fleet
of thousands of atroplams, dropping
explo-lve- s, but the Hermans resort to
a counter move by the use of tmmlw,
tilled with asphyx.allng gas, which In-

stantaneously kill the aerial comb.i-tant- s.

Paris is stunned by this failure
and surrendt rs In one day.

The French Pres.drnt makes for
London In an aeroplane, but falls Into
the Channel, Is picked up by a Ger-
man boat and taken to Bremen. As
a happy touch It may be mentioned
that h final fate is permanent Im-

prisonment in the castle of Wllhelms-hoh- e

near Cassel. In the very rooms
occupied by Napoleon III. after Sedan.

France on her knees offers terms of
peace. Includ.ng twenty billions war
indemnity, all colonies, anil permanent
reduction of her army and navy. The
reply of Cermany Is worth quoting.
"After the breach of the world's peace
caused by France In such a brutal
manner and after the treacherous at-
tacks on Cerman troops In violation
of all laws of International warfare,
and also on account of the cowardly
attempts at assassination by the civil-
ian population against Isolated Cer-
man soldiers, the Cerman Cnvcrnment
has no Intention of allowing Itself
to be moved by mercy toward
France.

"To-da- y Germany hn placed her
Iron heel on the neck of fallen France
and offers her only the fate which she
cannot avoid that of surrendering
herself entirely to Cermany. Mercy
Is .mpossible, not only for the sake of
Cermany, but because it Is

"To Kngland, with tho Idea (one may
suppose) of Insuring her npprobitlon

In India. All the rest, both of Conti-
nental France and of French colonies,
Is In the Cerman Kmplre
Kngland formally announces her ml
herence to the Triple Alliance, and
