11 SALOONS AT BATH

Heport to Trnvls Snys Liquor
Crowds Soldiers' Home

(liinnl House.

ASSAILS SIXfl SIXO AUAIX

Al.nANY, April Ilelfnst street,
which leads to the Soldiers and Sailors
Home In Hath, contains eleven aalooiiN,
nnd the effect of their accessibility to
the Inmates of the home In described In
a report mnde to State Comptroller
Travis by his secretary, Wendel Cleland,
who Is Investigating State Institutions.

"Tho soldier who has charge of tho
guardhouse stated," aays the report,
"that two years ago when these saloons
did not exist, there wore pcrtiaps only
ten men placed each month In tho guard-
house for drunkenness nnd Infraction
of the rules. Now ten each night Is a
low number. Ho raid also that within
a few days previous to my visit ono old
man had got drunk, wandered on to tho
railroad tracks nnd was killed by a
train.

"A citizen of Hath further told me
that he knew of cases where old soldiers
had gone Into saloons nnd received
only a dollar change for $10 bills. I
think only ono thing could be done as
long ns the municipality permits this
condition, and that Is to have strict
orders about the old soldiers leaving
the ground"."

Speaking of the eleven saloons, ap-
parently too far from Hath Itself to offer
Inducements to the Inhabitants of the
place except the veterans, the report
says :

"It must be quite ohvious that the
sole purpose of these saloons Is to prey
on the old soldiers. The commandant
frankly admitted that Helfast atreet
got altogether too murh of the men's
money,"

Tho conditions at Sing Sing prison
are described by Secretary Cleland hi
n relic of tho days nf punlshmenc bv
torture. The condition of the lnstlt'i
tlon and th foul smelling cells are con-
demned. On the visit of the examiner
It was found that the walls were sweat
Ing from the dampness anl that the
Interiors were In a shocking state.

Mention Is made In the report of the
system which W arden Osborne has In
sunned at ttie prison nnu whllo no
criticism Is offered of the scheme the
ultimate success of It Is doubted.
