P. M. and 12 noon on Saturdays will
be credited on the day of receipt ; others
on the following day.

No exchange charge will be made or
paid by the Federal Tteserre Bank In
operating this system. If a charge Is
later found necessary It will be im-
posed only after due notice and will
not be retroactive. The system will not
