Tho report
isilnled out that It was too lato for tho
j.eellaturc to undertake any funda
mental changes In the law and that tlu
Thompson committee would ask to ba
continued In order to Investigate tha
public service boards more fully.

Mn All Hold .lob.
One of the grounds for the removal of
Public Service Commission Is Inetll-clcnr-

ami the report pointed out to tha
Governor that the Commlsblon- -
ers had been lnelllclent In their dealings
with corporations. The Governor's re-
fusal to make, uuy comment upon the re-

port leaves It In doubt whether or not ho
will remove any of the Commissioners.

The Thompson report says that tho
"removal of u Commissioner from otllce
upon the iI.miku of Inefficiency dues not
Imply motal turpitude." In dlscusslnu
Inefficiency as the committee believed
the term referred to Public Service Com-
missioners, It Is stated In the report
that a Commissioner Is lnelllclent In the
following cases:

"If he rioijlects to enforce compliance
with orders of the commission ; If he
neglects to properly supervise subordi-
nates under his control: If he ncgleoU
to give prompt attention to complaints

to give proper hearings 'and prompt
determinations of such complaints , if h.
falls to give the State his entire time
In tho performance of his duties; If ho

"Th liest available Information leads
to the conviction that nothing short of
supervision oier the rates and service
of all kinds of public utilities should
bo provided by the State," declares the
majority report, "The law as It stands
la not adequate to meet the expectations
of the public and lo that extent has
failed."
