Tbe May circular of the National City
Hanlt gives some Interesting facts re-

garding the present situation In Kuro-

multiplied bv six. No moratorium was
declared In Germany, the situation being
handled from the first by free lending
at the bank Morasiver, the German
Government did not resort to the public
loan market as soon ns the llrltlsh Gov-
ernment. This Increase of loin to the
public had the dlreot affect of expanding
the deposits and note circulation of
these tianks.

"The deposit" of the n.mk of Kngland
were $270,000,000 on July 23 and

on September 2 , Its note circu-
lation Is unimportant as a means of
tending credit.
