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Will the Governor Heed This Appeal
Mayor Muciirjs request to Gov-

ernor Whitman to plve an oiportu-nlt- y

for the city to be heard on the
propriety and effect of the appropria-
tion bills passed in the closing hours
of the legislative session Is reasonable
and moderately expressed. This city
must pay "0 per cent, of the direct
State tax. If by the exercise of his
Teto power tho Governor will reduce
the total of allowances in a sum that
will render such a tax uuneces.viry,
In part or in whole, a special session
can modify the tax legislation and
thus relieve the community.

The situation In this city is serious.
The physical development of the town
lias rendered necessary large expen-

ditures in the past. Some of them
have been extravagant, some inde-
fensibly wasteful. Within recent
years a more careful oversight has
been exercised than was formerly the
cas. but tho most diligent efforts
have not prevented n high tnx on
peal estate, nor can the ordinary and
essential functions of city govern-
ment be maintained for n con sub-

stantially lower than has now been
reached. The debt service and the"

expenses Imiosed by tlib mandatory
nets of the Legislature are beyond
reach of the administration. Hence,

if $ 14,000.000 Is to be Included in the
next budget for a direct State tax,
the city faces a tax rate, In the May-

or's words, "well nigh confiscatory,"
or retrenchments that will cripple
the police, the health department ser-

vice and the charitable activities of
the town.

From the leaders of the Legislature
the officials of this town receired
scant consideration when they sought
to protest against the financial pro-
gramme in the earlier stages of its
development. New York ttskod for
n hearing and got the unsatisfactory
concession of an Informal discussion.
Jt now asks the Governor for a ju
dlclal study of the facts, sultlcient
time for a careful examination of the
Items Included In the bills, and a fair
decision bawd on the necessities of
the State and the plight of the city,
Instead of the appetite and capacity
of machine politicians.

The Nature Theatre.
There is promise of more out of

door drama this summer than there
ever has been before. In addition to
the usual number of pastoral
plays. "Siegfried" Is to be sung nt one
of the American universities, while the
others iito to hae their usual visita-

tions of companies jierfonnlng Shake-wpear- e

and the antbiue tragedies. Hut
nothing Is so ambitious in its purpose
ns the production of Waonkr's opera
nt Harvard.

"Tannhlluser" was sung in n forest
near KOnlgsberg several years ago.
In France hoth Massenet and Saint-aP.n- b

have comtKiMil operas for per-

formance In the antique theatre at
Orange, where "Carmen" has more
than once been sung. In California
there was an open air performance of
Victor "Natoma." Hut i
classic opera has never been attempted
there in an oticn air thentre.

Open nlr music is not as a rule
satisfactory from nn artistic point of
view, anil It Is the pleture-itiene- v

nnd novelty of these representations
rather than their technical excellence
that interests the public. The same
Is true of dramatic representations
in the open, although lu Switzerland,
Germany nnd France there nre sev-

eral out of door theatres which give
regular seasons in normal times. In
France one of these Is In the neigh-Iwrhoo-

of Paris, although the most
famous Is In the land of Mistral.
This country has no permanent play-

house of the kind, although many of
the universities possess Greek thea-

tres, which have beu utilized bv
somo of the must famous of actors.

In addition to the touring compn-tVs- s

tuat will represent .Shakespeare
and the modern plnys suited to out
of door jierformanee possibly It

would b' mure exact to speak of plays
that could be performed In Hie open

Hut nctinc of thl kind will never
be taken as Periously In thl country
ns It Is In some of the lhiroponn na-

ture theatre, especially thnt situated
on tlie shores of the Lake of the Tour
Cantons. Here the actors piny dur-In- c

a period of several months, the
repertoire Is especially nolocted from
the classics of the (Jermati fltace, nnd
the whole nrrnnpement of the season
Is ns einhorat. nnd mihstnntlal ns If
there were an ri thentre. Here
the open nlr plays nre never likely
to be mope thnn n novel transfer or
the theatre from Its usual medium
to the surotmdlmrs of a summer land-
scape. Serious dramn will always be
reserved for the enclosed theatre,
however entertaining such artistic
excursions mny be.

Mr. names Appears.

Russian "Conresslon" to Polish Na-

tionality.
If it be true, as reiortd from

thnt the tlrst step has liven
taken toward restoring the ue of the
Polish language in the schools of Rus-

sian I'olnnd, those troubled subjects
of the Czar who live where the

of his dominion wedges Into
Kurope will greatly rejoice. Polnnd
has been the Relgium of the east, with
the added unhapplness of civil war,
Russian I'oles lighting against their
brothers of compulsory .Teutonic alle-

giance. In the mass of conflicting
statements, full of Mas and exaggera-
tion, the weight of evidential value
appears to rest with the report that
the Russian Poles have rendered most
ueful service to their overlords. And
in no way could the Tzar bind closer
to him these high spirited people than
by such acta as the reported conces-
sion of the right to have their chil-

dren's instruction carried on in tho
language of their fathers.

Russia Is said to have made pre-

tence of such concessions by high
sounding decree wherein the substance
was carefully nullified by conditional
clauses of most Innocent appearance.
Language Is the symbol of nationality,
perhaps because it is the most vulner-
able element. Deprive n people of
free ue of their natlre speech nnd
you sow retielllon In their hearts. A

command in his own tongue will send
a Hungarian soldier sl times as far
as one in German. Holland was Inert
under French suzerainty until she
was ordered to speak Trench; then
the people, sputtering their dear
Dutch about the guarded hearthstone,
began to feel the stir of reviving na-

tionality and to cllmh back to Inde-

pendence. It Is easy to imagine how
the Russian Poles, a fierce nnd fiery
race for all their obdurate endurance,
have told the national legends and
sung the national sons to their chil-

dren with the greater effect hecause
forbidden.

As a "melting pot" Russia makes
this country look like a refrigerator.
Pirrrn the Great gave tho Initial shock
that set In motion the wheels of the
Huropeanlzlng machinery. f'ATHFB

ivb II. directed the Impulse Into
straightforward channels. The .laps
neke war repeated the shock, and the
prc-on- t war repents the Influence of
concentration. In 1'lnland and in I'O'

land there Is crisis, absolute unccr
talnty for the future. The process
of RuslflcatIon. ntdelj Interrupted,
may be chopped off short or acceler
ated; it is now suspended In the vor
tex of the political maelstrom.

The Finns may possibly be absorbed,
the eastward pull overcoming the
westward.
