Our policy Is to
prevent sympathetic strikes that would
be likely to tie up our road. That Is
the position of the Federal Oovernemnt
In the transportation of the malls."

Illsctinrsed for Jolnlnac Union.
The second charge by Mr. Perham

was that the Pennsylvania makes a
practice of discharging employees who
Join labor organizations.

"In n measure that Is correct," said
Mr. Atterbury. "If we have knowledge
that an attempt Is being made to Induce
our employees to Join a union that
practises things to which we object we
takes steps to avoid It."

Mr. Atterbury denied that the road
resorted to false arrests as a means
of crushing out union movements.
