An autographed letter from Pope
nentd.ct XV. has been received by tho
llev Ur. Charles) 1'. Gran 11:111, tncmlier
of the Pontlilcal Biblical Commission
tni professor emeritus of tho Cathol-

ic University In Washington, D. C. The
contain nn earnest appeal for

Id from tho Catholics of the United
$ttea Tor the Collegia I'lo Latino at
Rome, a college which hns already done
much for the cause of religion In this
country. The letter evinces also the
deep Interest which the pontiff takes
,n his effort to promote the spiritual
welfare of the peonies of Latin America
and tho high esteem In which lie holds
Df Clrannun. to whom the work Is en-

trusted.
Tno original Is written In Latin and

Is remarkable for Ita penmanship. Tho
translation preserves m many respects
the diction of the original. It Is addressed
to "our beloved son, Charles ! Grnn-na-

D. I)., domestic prelate," The
translation follows :

"Kelovmi Son. Hkalth and tub
ArosTOLto Henkuiction: This letter
comes to you, beloved hop, sanctioned
by an affection which Induces us not
merely to voice our cordial appreciation
of jour provident benetlcenco toward
our Pius Latin American College; but
at the tamo time wc earnestly exhort
)ou to urgo to completion, with dally
Increasing zeal, the work already begun:
a work which your loving loyalty, no
lets tlun tho anxious cure of our pre-
decessor of blctwed memory, Iua X..
with his grntlo Insistence, obliged you
to undertake.

"And although your skilful manage-
ment. In the matter of which we speak,
hAs already borne fair fruhage, still tho
circumstances of the Institute are so
straitened that the iiupply of ordained

orkers fulls to meet tho needs of the
harvest, which Increases day by day, In
the dioceses of Latin America. Wc are
fully aware that tho bishops aro labor
ing zealously to meet thlH deficiency, an .1

while their efforts, as ou know, benefit
Individual dioceses. It lias nevertheless
become evident that the welfure of the
Universal Church requires us to secure
for every d!oeee priests who have been
thoroughly and Houndly Instructed n
Catholic doctrine and discipline by Home,
tho mother and mistress of all the
churches.

"Wh'rcfore, we urge you again to
hasten jour assistance In thlti crisis of
our urbiti college, In order that tha
brethren In Latin America may recog-
nize the deep debt of gratitude vvhlc'i
they owe to jour kindness nnd to the
reneiosltj of the rulthfui In the United
Slabs of America.
