North of Arras we have obtained
new and Important victories. The cap-
ture of Catency placed In our puj.st.H-slo- n

much war material. It has nut
t been possible to obtain a full

list of the booty. It Includes, how-

ler, two .77 Runs, a .lul mortar,
two .21 mortals, one dozen bomo
throwers, a Urce number of mitral-leuje-

3,000 rules and Rreat inutilit-
ies of shells and cartildges.

In the woods at Hill ll!u we found
the bodies of three entire German
comrante who were annihilated by
our artillery.
The enemy bombarded C.irency this

sfternoon without insult. .M.ixters of
Carency wo advanced toward the
north and occuped Ablaln Salnt-Na-talr-

which we are huldltiR In Its
entirety with the exception of a
few houses In the east of the town.
In these houses the struggle is g.

We have taken net end hun-
dred prisoners there.

The Oermans In their retreat set
fire to half the village of Neuvlllc
ftilnt-Vaas- t. We have captured sev-
eral croups of houses In the north-
ern pait of the villas;?. We cap-
tured seventeen guns and heavy cali-
bre mortars.

In the Arconne at Rigntelle we
have repulsed two Herman attacks,
one of which was made at ulRht.

We won brllllnnt successes Wednes-
day evening and Wednesday night to
the north of Arras. At Notre Dame
we ara masters of the fort as well
is of the chapel.

In the vast nuidrllatetal of
trenches nnd earlhwcks whUh Is to
the south of the Chapel of Notre
Iame de Lorette we have '.ien sub-
jected to a very violent counter k,

A ferocious combat which
lasted all night long developed In thlt
quadrilateral. In the murnlng w?
were complete mattrs of the situa-
tion, having Indicted very heavy
Ioes on the enemy.

During Wednesday night we also
took by nK.iult all of the lllage of
Carencv. as well k the forest to the
north of It. Hill No. I US. The Her-ma- n

girrlon stationed In this vll-U-

and In this wood wan composed
nf one battalion "of the lWh Itegl-me- nt

of Infantry, one battalion of the
13'Uh Ileglrnent of Infantry, one bat-
talion nf ll.ivarlan chasseurs, and six
companies of pioneers, 30" men to a
company. These forces had made of
Carency and of Hill No. 121, In the
forest, a poiltlon of gicat strength.
In spite of the fact Hut their num-
bers had been very much reduced by
their losses In killed, wounded and
prlsoneis on previous days, these
forces during the entire night put up
a desperate resistance to our attack,
delivered against a maze cf trenchef,
blockhouses nnd narrow passages.

We broke down this resistance of
the enemy, and at break of day we
were in complete mastery of the sit-
uation, Our troops killed hundreds of
Hermans at the point of the bayonet.
We made 1,050 prisoners, of whom
about thirty nre officers. Included In
the latter are a Colonel and the com-
mandant of tho battalion of chas-aeur- s,

Trenches Cnpturril.
At the southern exit of Souchez our

positions were subjected yesterdiy to
violent attack on the part of the
enemy Nevertheless we retained
them.

At Neuvllle our attacks on the vil-
lage itelf nnd to the north of the
vllure made perceptible progress.

T. the north of Neuvllle we took
possession of trenches several hun-
dred ards long, nnd we occupied the
road called the Highway di-- s Car-
riers, which runs from Neuvllle to
Olimchy In the village Itself we
occupied yesterday morning only the
southern portion, the enemy still hold-
ing the centre and the northern part.
An attack delivered late In the nfter-n'Ki- n

resulted In our occupying, house
hy house, all the central portion of
In" village, The Hermans were
driven back to the extreme northern
Part where we are outflanking them.
Our troops In this fighting gave ad-
mirable evidences of cournRe and
tenarliy.

BRITAIN PLANS TO DEPORT
GERMANS; RIOTS SPREAD

'

London Representatives of American Meat Finns Join
Boycott of Teutons Several Demonstrators at

Goldthorpe Wounded in Clash.

lAtxtmx, May in. Premier Asqtilth

announced In the House of Commons to-
day the Government's policy toward
enemy nllens remaining In the Hrttlsh
Isles. All male enemies over military
hge nre to be repatriated, and women
and children "In suitable cases" also will
bo tepatrlated. although some may re-

main. All mile enemies of military age
will be segregated "for their own safety
and for the safety of the country."

A mob attacked the Crown Inn, hear
St. George's Church, In tht niackfrlars
district of London, last night. They
hustled the Herman landlord of the Inn
into the street and looted the liquors
In the place. Police tried to stop the
disorder, but were too few to handle
the crowd, This was the first Instance
In which nn Inn or liquor store has
been looted,

Antl-Oerin- rioting has now spread
throughout Kngland and more attacks
have been directed against Innocent per-

sons mid Knulishmen
At Goldthorpe, mining centre near

Uoncaster in Yorkshire, rioters attacked
the sturta of an Kngllshman named
llakewell laat ii, Kht, In consequence of
the rumor that be was a German. Sev-
eral petsons were ahot. llakewell, fear-
ing the attack, had barricaded hltt prem-
ises and It seems that the mob regarded
this as confirming the rumor, nlthougn
llakewell was a prominent man and well
known.

Many Itlolers Wounded.
The bairicades were torn down and

the stole wiecKed. The family narrl-cade- d

themselves In their residence at
the rear and when the crowd huittt In
the family tired upon the .nvndcrs with
revolvers, wounding many, two It le be-

lieved fatally.
The local police were helpless The

police were rushed Hurriedly from
Harnsley nnd Doncaster and quelled the
rioters, arresting llakewell, his two sons
nnd a cleik on a charge nf shooting. It
Is stated that much piopetty was looted.

The disorders In London nre greatly
livened, partly because of unceasing
rain during the day With the excep-
tion of a few Isolated attacks and store
wreckings the only serious centre has
been fanning Town, where much dam-
age has been done to the property of
Kngllsh nnd other n s.

The rioting there continue
and tho scenes are strongly lemlnlscent
of the great strike riots of lilt

Kngllsh shjpkeepers again wer the
principal sufferers. It Is stated by one
American that baker, butchers and pro-

vision merchants are again the chief
victims, thus emphasizing the belief tha
the outbreak Is largely due to resent-
ment at the rising prices of food, al-

though It is n fact that the bread anil
meat trade nre to a considerable ex-

tent In the hands of boin Germans.
Many Kngllsh nnd other tradesmen

In the riot nre.m have closed and shut-- i
tered their shops. Large numbers of
Germans arc nppeallrg to the American
Kmbasey for help. Many of them beg
fur assistance to leave the country. The

MANY CONCERNS MAKE

SHELLS FOR RUSSIANS

fannilinn Company Splits p

ijinn.OOO.OOO Order Part
. Payment Made.

Senator Nathaniel Curry, president of
the Canadian Car and Foundry Com-

pany, Ltd., which has an $83,000,000
war order from the Russian Government
for the manufacture of 5,000,000 shells,
half shrapnel nnd the remainder ex-

plosive, Issued a formal statement .es-terd-

regarding the subletting of the
contract to concerns In Canada and the
United States.

The order Is the largest that has been
placed by Russia or any other of
the belligerents In this country and
is said to have been one of the most
profitable, It Is understood to have been
placed direct and nn Initial deposit of
J20.000.000 has been made with ,! P.
Morgan & Co. and other banking Insti-

tutions In Him country by the Russian
Hovernment ns a guarantee of full

Senator Curry had planned to make
public the names of t lie various com-
panies to which the contracts had been
sublet but protests were made by iep-- j
lesentnllves of some of the concerns,
who feared that some em-
ployees might refuse to make shrapnel
for the Allies or that attempts would be
made on their plants. It Is safe to say,
however, thnt nlmost every concern In
the eastern part of the I'nlted States
and Cannda which Is' capable of turn-
ing out shells and which baa not already
obtained a war order of Its own has
secured a part of this allotment.

Senator Curry's statement wns ns fol-

lows:
"There are nbout fifty companies In

Ibe United States and about ten com-
panies In Canada engaged In tho manu-
facture nf the shrapnel and explosive
shells. These orders have been split
up among companies In the Ilastirn anil
middle Western States nnd throughout
eastern Canndn. Deliveries on these
contracts will start next month and
will be completed by the end of January,
1 U 1 6 . All contracts are made f. o, s.
(freight on ships) nt American or Cana-
dian ports."

All of the shells called for by the
Russian Government are .1 Inch pro-
jectiles. As all must be delivered In
an eight months period the contract calls
for the delivery of 626,000 shells a
month, or nt the rate of nbout 20.R30
a day. The Russlnn Government has
agreed to superintend shipping nnd take
charge of the arrival of the shells In
Russia,

GERMANS RETAKE

GROUND NEAR YPRES'

most trenches between Neuvllle and
Carency, were evacuated last night.
I'nfortunately on thla occasion n num-
ber of our brave men and much ma-
terial were lost.

The attempts of the French to re-

capture the section of the trenches
w ilch we took north nnd west of
Berry an Bac anil ln the woods south
of Nil aux Hils remained without
sucev.

After strong artillery preparations
the enemy attacked our positions be-

tween the Meuse and the Moelle at
Li Croix des Cannes last night. Thcv
succeeded In penetrating a section of
our foremost trenchm over a width of
1.10 to 200 meters After bitter hand
to hand lighting the positions wcret
c'.enred of all Frerchmen nnd a num-
ber nf 'aken.
