Dr. Demlmrg's Failure.
Dr. UtiiMitiKii's decision to abandon

his propaganda In this country was'
foreshadowed by the silence which
enveloped lihn Immediately after the
publication of accounts of the disfavor
with which his activities were re-

garded by tho Administration In
Washington. While dissatisfaction
with his course existed previous to
the destruction of the I.usltitnla, It
was pot officially hinted at In public
until that disaster had produced a u

of gravu import. The neces-

sity of maintaining popular calm then
became highly wrious and Dr. Dkun-buso'- h

labors were at once recognized
as a source of irritation.

It is not too much to say that Dr.
Pr.RNinmo's later exertions have not
been marked by the same skill and
tact that characterized his earlier ef-

forts. This Is not unnatural. As his
stay lengthened the dllllcultlns of his
mission Increased. Ills failure to
aclilovo hl puriHhso unquestionably
reacted upon his methods, and even
his admirable intellectual equipment
was incapable of supporting the hard
and trying pose to which his objects
Obligated him. Moreover, while Dr.
DiRNBuaa displayed an understanding
At American Institutions and the
American mind superior to that at-

tained by many of his fellow conn-tryme-

he was not entirely free from
hoso misconceptions which, slneii this

war began, have so frequently thwart-
ed German endeavors.

Tho position (n which Dr. Dkiin-nua- o

was placed was of exceeding
delicacy. Tho desigu he struggled
to advance was, we believe, hopeless
from tho start. It Is not Improbable
that he was as successful as any
othor man among all of (lermany's
wrvants could have been; perhaps
he was more successful than any
other could havo been. No person
con explain away Belgium; no per-
son can explain away the non-com- -

Iiatnnt dead whose bodies, are now
bring brought buck to their country.
Or, Dkrniiuro sought to propitiate.
It Is conceivable that a man more
cxiKTli'iu-e- In American manners, a
man like Kimo Khanoke, for exam-
ple, might havo avoldod some of the
pitfalls Into which Dr. I)MtNniJRa

stumbled: that a higher respect for
the mental capacity of Americans
might have escaped some of the more
glaring errors Into which Dr. Df.rn- -

HKttn has betrayed himself; hut even
a superman would have found Dr.
DrRKiitiRn'n task Impossible of suc-

cessful completion.

Railroad Rales and Ownership.
One way of describing the railroad

problem which the country has on its
hands Is to say that the railways
have too many creditors and too few
owners. They owe too much money
In proportion to their equities.

In recent months the dim beginnings
of a public policy which suggests a
prospect of eventual change for the
better In this regard have beon dis-
cernible, and everybody understands
that the railway problem Is In essence
a question of remunerative rates for
railroad service. The new public
policy Indicated looks toward a more
liberal Government regulation which
will allow the railroads to charge
money making rates for the service
tbey render, but tho new policy Is
still In a formative stage.

II. Parker Willis, secretary of the
Federal Bcservo .Board, seems tohnve
made an earnest effort to contribute
toward the solution of the railway
problem In an article which appears
In the HaiUcay Age Gazette. Yet It
Is doubtful If be has lent much real
assistance. Apparently he looks at
the problem wrong end to.

According to Mr. Willis the new
Federal banking system Is going to
cause such changes in the general
disposition of banking funds that the
railroads will be compelled to finance
themselves otherwise than through the
sale of short term notes to bankers,
a rather desperate expedient to which
tboy have Increasingly resorted In
recent years. In conoequence of the
transformation of hanking practice
Mr. Willis thinks that the railroads
will havo to sell securities which the
public will take. Then when rail-

road securities enjoy more populnr
distribution the people will see to It
thut the railroads are better treated
by the Government regulators In re-

spect of rates:
"Too much railroad capital has been

derived from the banks and financial In-

stitutions. It Is necessary to get the
shares and obligations of the railroad
Into tho hands of tha public and to
make the people really and In fact the
proprietors ot the transportation lines.
When In this sense the railroads have
been popularized benefit will result. The
people who aje holders of the securities
will recognize the claims of those who
look to the rallroaila for earnings as wed
H.i to thoae who look to them for ac-

commodation. When thla result has
been attained the rata prob-

lem will have disappeared."

Others have bad a vision of a more
widespread public Interest In tho for-

tunes of the railroads through a
widely diffused ownership of railway
hoc'iirlties. Most of these visionaries
do exactly what Mr. Willis has done.
They put tho cart before tha horse.
They say in substance that If more
railroad shares and (Alligations were
In the bauds of the public and less In
the hands of bankers the railroads
would be attired of more liberal
rates. 1Thu facts are that If regula-
tion had been less oppressive there
would now lie a better diffusion of
railroad securities. Italtroad stocks,
notes and bonds cannot lie put Into
tho hands of tho public in order to
solve tho rate problem. The rateprob
lem must lie solved to bring nliout
more general public ownership of rail
(oiid shares and obligations.

For years past the railroads have
had to tlnance themselves by Increas-
ing recourse to the banking commu-

nity for accommodation on short term
notes because, they could not scll other
M'l'Urliies, especially stocks, to the
public to anything like a needful or
desirable extent. The best kind of
llnanclug which the railroads could
tin for their own Interest aud for the
public Interest would be through the
wile of shares, but iiolltlcal oppression
of the common carriers has been so
severo that the sale of stocks has
been almost precluded except hy proc-esse- s

of Indirection.
Impairment of the investment at-

tractions of the railroads even went
so fttr as to make the disposition of
long time bonds extremely difficult.
There was nothing left for the rail-

roads to do but to go to the money
lenders.

If a new and sane policy of rail-

road regulation Is developed a greater
distribution of railroad securities will
Inevitably result. This distribution
will help to keep the rate problem
solved, but rate must be dealt with
fairly In the first place.

The War in Africa.
The capture of Windhoek, the capi-

tal of Germi.n .Southwestern Africa,
by the Union forces under General
Ixiuis Botha In the magnitude of
other happenings Is somewhat ob-

scured and tho hard lighting that the
conquest represented and tho Impor-
tance of thu victory to the British
Interests In Africa are likely to be
overlooked.

Tho success of Botha's campaign
signifies the compicst of the colony
aud the termination of German con-

trol In this part of the continent.
That this colony was not so attractive
as some others of South Africa was
duo In a measure to Its administra-
tion. More than $10,000,000. was an-

nually appropriated by tho" German
Parliament, hut Instead of being used
In the development of the harbor,
resource! and la tbo improTememt ot
the towns it van employed In military

defence. The roads were more
adapted to strategic purposes than to
(ho needs of the settlors, who were
to n great extent retired Prussian
soldiers, and tho railway wan n loop
thot might supply the Interior forts
.and connect the two crtrcmo points
of tho coasts. A most elaborate sys-
tem of blockhouses was built along
tho eastorn border, Joined by under-
ground wires nnd wireless telegraphy
and watched over by airmen. Beyond
this line was a great belt of desert
land, separating It from the British
colony.

It was across this arid sand tract
that the Union troops forced their
way. The Germans fought not In
the nolld formation of their Father-lan- d

but in the open lines which they
too had learned from the Boers, and
retreating destroyed tho wells to rc-tar-d

the ndvanco of the enemy. That
the Union forces finally gained the
line of blockhouses, the strategic
railway nnd the capital city was no
easily won victory.

Tho conquest was, as General
Botha eald, one of the "utmost Im-

portance to the empire and the Union
of South Africa," It removes a men-
ace to the British possessions, and
In case of the Allies' success will glvo
the Union much desired ports on the
Atlantic.

The Theatre's High Sign.
The succeeding seasons produce

their varying phenomena In the the-
atre, and this year one of the striking
changes must make Its Impression
even on thoso who are not often seated
Inside a playhouse. It Is the method
of advertising tbelr wares In which
the showmen have this season de-

parted from the custom of previous
years. They no longer endeavor to
bring the public Into the theatres by
offering as an attraction a sample of
their goods, whether It he the graphic
reproduction of a scene or the counter-
feit presentment of one of tho actors.
Thore Is no effort to show any actual
episode of the play.

Tho latest development of the poster
on tho other hand deviates further
from reality than It ever did. Who
has ever seen ono of tho few surviving
copies of that old lithograph called
"The Billposter's Dream" In which
the portraits of the celebrities of two
decades ago, roughly reproduced by
some lithographic method, arc Jumbled
together on n wall? It was Just that
style of pictorial advertisement which
the American managers for years used.
Sometimes theso departed cnlebrltles
were shown In character, but more
frequently as In life. Of course In the
case of such famous actors as John
K. Owk.nh, who was always shown as
Solon NftfN7c; Jost-pi- i dKrrr.nsoN, who
was Hip; K. I.. Davenport, who was
.Sir (Wc Overreach, nnd William J.
Flouence, who could only have been
the Hon. Itardicvll Mute, thore was
no effort to separate the' person front
the role with which he was chiefly
Identified in the public mind.

So for years the Illustrative adver-
tisements of the managers continued
literal and photographic. With the
sudden artistic evolution of the poster
brought nlwut by Chkct. Stkinlkin,

the Frenchmen who first attained
eminence In this field, jtortralture was
not altogether neglected. It was In
Its clever adaptation of the subject
to the extravaganco of tho new school
that tho artists were most successful.
It was a secondary stage of develop-
ment which made the treatment arto-goth-

symbolical. The excellent work
done by the German poster designers

y has withdrawn In Its general
tendency far from the photographic.
It Uall suggestion and symbolism.

Our own poster art has travelled
far from the subject matter It Is d

toproclaltn. Any fantastic draw-
ing which possesses the elements of
daring and humor 1" acceptable now.
The same picture, so far ns Its Intent
Is concerned, might advertise a trag-
edy or a farce, it happens, however,
that there are few tragedies and none
of them Is advertised; so the merely
clever and amusing picture happens
to illustrate- most frequently some!
play of comic Intent.

The Important element In the poster
art of the day seems therefore to be .

In the first place n picture which by
Its line and color ns well ns Its gro-
tesque humor makes It different from
all other literal announcements of fact,
and which In the second place Is suff-
iciently striking to bo generally ob-

served. Of the least Importance now
Is the fact that It should represent
any scene or person In tho play ad-

vertised, or for that matter bear any
relation to It beyond sufficient em-

phasis on Its title and the theatre at
which It Is to "be seen. Thus nro the
tostor artists of the day bound by

fewer limitations than ever.

WeRtfhcfiter'g Appetite.

Canadian Method Extolled.
To the Editor or The Bun Sir: Like

most of the rendors of Tun .Bun, I be-
lieve that tho defence of our nation Is
of paramount Importance at present. W
all wish to' keep our homes and families
secure, our Industries In prosperity, our
shipping fearless of attack and our na
tional Ideala unscathed.

The method of this defence must ob-
viously bo determined upon tha basis of
eulclency. Several methods are urged
upon us by various organizations, the
chief of these being fortresses, armies
and navies. Fortunately also we have
been Able to survey these means of de-

fence for the past nine months In active
operation. Has their efficiency been
proved? Itelglum has defended Its
homes with fortresses second to nono
In Hurope, and the homes of Belgium
have been wiped off the face of the
earth. Germany has defended Its fami-
lies with the most formidable army In
the world, and the women of East Prus-
sia have become the prey of Itusslan
Cossacks. Great Britain has defended
Its shipping with the mightiest navy of
modern times, and tha tragedy of Hrlt-fs- h

shipping is too recent and too ter-
rible to name.

There waa once a time when war and
war preparations were an efficient means
ot defence, when "preponderant naval
strength and adequate military strength"
bad power to make Ufa and rights
"scrupulously respected." That time
disappeared with the Invention ot the
airship, the long range gun and tho
submarine torpedo. In the twentieth
century war can avenge, can punish,
r.in destroy, but can no longer defend.
The sentimental among Us may Indeed
sigh for the days .of chivalry and noble
violence, but those days have gone;
modern Invention has nnnlhllnted de-
fence by annihilating distance, and has
given over supremacy In war no longer
to the bravest but to the most un-
scrupulous.

The question ts not one of sentiment.
however, but of common sense. The
manifest Inefficiency of war, of war
preparations, of fortresses, armies and
navies, as a method of defending the
valuable things of a nation, has been
patent to us alt during the past few
months.

Defences of proved efficiency on the
other hand have existed for one hun-
dred years between ourselves and Oreat
Ilrltaln, namely an unfortified Canadian
frontier, n navy on the
great lakes, a comprehensive system
of arbitration and a spirit of mutual
understanding. Theso defences are un
spectacular, unsentimental aud unro-mantl- e,

supporting few brass bands and
providing- little material for the sohool
reader: yet In the words of common
sense they "deliver the goods."

Shall we continue the Yankee method
of national defence or adopt the Ger-
man?

.STUDY THE CRIMINAL.
One Way Only to Improve tho Syitem

of Penology.

To the KniTon or The 8un Sir; A
comment on Judge Swnnn'a "Now Pen-
ology" as set forth In THKf HUM seems
pertinent alnce the author takes no ac-
count of tho only feature In the
criminological problem which promises
any hope for Its solution, namely; In-

tensive, scientific study of tha individual
offender to discover tho causative factor!
of his departure from normal conduct,

Without such study and diagnosis
there Is no possible hope of ever re-
ducing the criminal problem to any
degree of scientific understanding. At
present the "new penology" Is as chaotic
as was tha practice of medicine In re-
mote days when with no conception
of tha causation of dlseasa a hundred or
two remedies were Jumbled together
unit given to n sick patient In' the blind
bopo that something would hit some-
thing. Tbo blunderbuss prescription
method Is still chiefly In vogue In deal-
ing with prisoners.

This fact Is recognized by a handful
of persons who aro laboring earnestly
to Institute diagnosis as a prerequisite
to thn prescription of treatment for the
prisoner, Tho Laboratory of Social
Hygiene at Uedford was established by
Miss Davis for this specific purpose, and
a few other Institutions are doing sim-
ilar work. Such study must become
universal before reform or punitive In-

stitutions are worth a picayune exrept
as detention places criminal vacation
schools, so to speak.

No matter from what angl vlowed the
lawbreaker is a not typical person. He
has departed from the normal mode ot
conduct. The origin of the departure
must bo discovered, then he must be
made to faco the facts of his own par
ticular abnormality. Until he Is made
to recognize his acts hs abnormal there
is small likelihood that he will alter
them. It Is a question of developing
what peychlatrlsts term "Insight."

Tho "New Penology" therefore doesn't
call for the employment of "misdirected
sympathy" nor coddling, nor Is It a doc-
trine of It asks simply
that tho offender against society shall
be Interpreted nnd that the corrective
treatment for which eoc etv navs shall
show some reasonable degree of suc-
cessful results.

Albany, May 10. The conr.tlttitlonl
convention committee on suffrage, of
which Patrick W. Culllnan of Oswego
Is chairman, baa set June 2 for a hear-
ing on the propnsnl to elect legislator!
by proportional votes Instead of hy di-
stricts.

Those back of the plan have Issued
a brief to show bow much fairer the
proportional method of election would be
to the voters than the present system
which permits gerrymandering of di-
stricts for the benefit of the party in
power.

Tho three main objects nf tha
are announced as follows

"Klrit To iipimrtlon the members ef
elected bodies fairly nmntig the partlei.
Our present plan of electing represents
tlves from slnglu member districts by
a plurality vote gives grossly unfair
results. This unfairness Is often SBgra-vate- d

by gerrymandering, which Is
under proportional representa-

tion.

1012 It cast 610,632 votes to elect twenty-tw- o

State Senators. The number of
votes which ought to have been re-

quired to elect one Senator whs therefore

"Any 27,756 voters who desired to be
represented in the Senate hy n certain
man ought to have been able to com-
bine their votes nnd elect him without
regard to how their fellow cltliens
voted.
