handicap slxteens are played In clashes
and only those are eligible who are the
recipients of certain handicaps, say from
scratch to eight, eight to sixteen and
sixteen to twenty-fou- r, then tho numlier
of holes which should be given could be
easily determined.

My onn opinion on the matter Is that
there Is no settled system of thus fixing
the number of allotted holes solely be-

cause of the differences there nr In the
rourses, and that tho nctlon should be
left to the committees of the various
clubs to so determine, but 1 feet that not
less than three-fourt- ot the humltc.ip
should be granted. If one player had
twelve and another had sixteen u start
of threo hold would bo about llsht. If
a g Ifer li.i.l sixteen und another bad
twenty-thr- i e or twenty-fou- r a start of
six or seven hole would be In order.
Tho lenslli of the roursn would be the
determining factor, the threo-ejiturt-

handicap might well give nay to the
full nllotment on long courses when
there was no class distinction In the
nrttler of handicaps, and then I feel
eoufldent that the matches would bo
more Interesting, harder fought und ly

enjoyable.
