ROSTAND GIBES BERNSTORFF.

Poet Contrasta Vislt of Condolence
With Lusliania Dead at Sen,
Special Cahble Despateh to Ture Scx
Pamig, May 22 —~Edmond Rostand
publizshes a ninety-two line poem in the
Fiparo describing Ambassador von Bern-
storff's calling at the State Department
to present

the American losses In the Lusitania.

The poem gives two lines to Bern-
storff and his hypocritical grief, then
two lines to the gcere on the Irish coast
when the Lusitania went down Thus
after Bernstorff s described as dressed
in deep mourning entering the White
House, there is a parenthetical
reading :

“Women's bruised
against the cliffe”

In the next two lines the Ambassador

deseribed hls mission, which is one of
sympathy and condolence, and then oc-
curs another parenthetical clause read-
ing:
“Children twine sllently round a reef.”
One verse about President Wilson
sayvs that behind him stand Lincoln,
Virtue, Washington and Glory, but they
are invizible to Hernstorff. The German
Ambassador 18 described as saying that
those who =salled despite the German
warning were aggressors, and then an-
other parenthetical clause follows:
“Uver there a bl nd malden is washed
upon the shore with her three sisters.”
The poem’ contalng a line about Alfred
Gwynne Vanderbilt and his heroiem In
giving up his life belt to a woman.
