FLATBUSH DWELLINGS

Flathush, Brooklyn's rtiaj-mln- f home
community, la having Its banner year.
If the erection, of fine dwellings and
apartments were confined to the section
near to Flathush nvenue the construction
of nn extension of tho present Hiooklyn
subway might be anld to account for It,
but tho fact la that practically all parts
of the wctlon are receiving tho atten
tion of builders, vho are closwly fol-

lowed by renters and purchasers. In no
preceding spring has there been such
widespread activity, and never lxfore
was them so great a volume of build-
ings nnd so fine a variety of homes
from which future residents can ne.lect.

HecHUso of largely Increased land
values the erection of Individual homes
has prnctlnally ceased on the principal
avenuo nnd streets. Indeed, some of
the first houses built already are giving
way to npartment atructures of the four
story variety, with apartments of four
to eight rooms of most attractive lay-

out and appearance. Though an aver-
age of ntout two such houses are com-
pleted each week there are few apart-
ments to bo rented when the builders
are ready to receive tenants. Mentals,
by comparison with thos In Manhat-
tan, are moderate.

While apartment builders are work-
ing along the principal avenues. Indi-
vidual home builders are developing the
well located plots atlll to he had In the
inoro attractive residential sections.
Some few parts of Flathush still nre
given to single family detached homes,
but In the older and more nettled parts
land vnlucn have again caueed a change
to ron-- s of well built attached houses.

Some nf the finest examples of small
houses of this kind nre to be seen In the
section Just to the east of Prospect
Park Builders have gone to the e

In their attempt to make this dis-

trict one of tho most attractive In nil
New York. One of the show blocks .s
Rutland road, where Peter J. Collins, a
local builder, haa transplanted a bit of
old Knglnnd. This consists of two rows
if small houses copied from dwellings
which Mr. Collins haw and admired In
Chester, England. The houses are of
brlelc and stucco, with Interiors so ar-
ranged ns to bring them within the easy
housekeeping clnss.
