Wider admitted that Dr. Willis had
hissed her nn various occasions while
nmklnK profmnlonnl visits ; that she
had separated from her" husband but
that they had been reconciled.

cause of the prominence of the persons
Involved. Mr. Wilder Is a New York
broker. Dr. WHHs Is one of the leading
physicians of Morrlstown. Mrs. Wilder,
Who Is 33 Jcars old and attractive," is
the daughter of a. Klshor Kidrlch, a
wealthy brewer of Boston. Uhe la the
mother of three children.

Mrs. Wilder on the witneso stand ad-

mitted her friendship with Dr. Willis,
dating from February 18, 1912, when hu
first kissed her, until April 30 of that
year. Finally, she. became so worried
that she fell 111. a lie called for the doc
tor, she testified, and told him sho meant
to confess to her hunband.

Confesieil to Husband.
Mrs. Wilder said the doctor begged

her not to tell her huabund. Sho did
confevs, she said, and oti the Sunday
following she und her husband went to
the home of Dr. Willis, where In tho
presence of the doctor and his wife Mr.
Wilder related the whole affair.

Under Mrs. Wilder
was asked when sho had ceased to love
Dr. Willis. She said she hud met him
on the street In Nt-- York In the fall of
101.1 and then had thought to herself:
"1 don't know how I ever let that beast
have control over me."

Asked what she did when the physi-
cian first kissed her, she said:

"1 cried. I was surprised and
thought that I had been Insulted."

"Why didn't you tell your husband?"
"Hecausfl the doctor said not to. lie

cald he would not kiss me again."
Asked if she had requested her hus-

band to cli&nge physicians, she said she
had not. If she had made such a re-

quest her husband would want to know
the reason.

Doesn't Kaon If She's Sane.
Asked why she had let tho physician

exercise control oer her, she said:
"I'd like to see any man handle him.

let nlone a woman."
The reason she had told her husband,

he said, was, "I knew It would mean
tulclde or something If "I didn't."

"Why are you here?" was asked her.
"llecuuse of the stories told about

me by Dr. Willi,"
"What storlesr
"That I was Insane mid a drunkard,

nnd that it I talked I would ruin his
reputation."

"But you are sane, aren't youT'
"1 don't know," replied tho witness.

Dr. Drltton D. Evans, an alienist,

who figured In the Thaw case and
others, was In the courtroom, lie may
be called to testify.

Ellen Coburn, a nurse formerly em-
ployed by Dr. 'Willis, and Frederick
llajer. & former employee or Mr, Wilder,
both testified to having seen Dr. Willis
kiss Mrs. Wilder.

Counsel for Dr. Willis contends mat
the Wllders lived apart only for a few
days: that they are living together at
the present time anil that both families
were friendly at one time and often
made trlt to Massachusetts toggthur
to visit Mfs. Wilder' s parents.

The defence nrgucs that Dr. Willis
remonstrated with Mrs. Wilder when
uhe called him by his first name; that
Mrs. Wilder became lncensc.1 when Dr.
Willis refused to visit her so often and
told Dr. Willis she would get him Into
trouble.
