Mr. Yul
remarked as he met Mr. Edison that
he had been pleased by the opportu-
nity to wvisit the “greatest republie In

the world" and Mr. Edison sald that he |

was pleased to mest men from “the big-
gest republic in the world” The In-
ventor did not go through the shops
but had luncheon with the visitors. He
left before it was over and headed for
his laboratory His chief engineer,
Miller Reese Hutchison, and a corps of
guldes then took the party through all
the buildings.

The attention of the visitora seemed

to be keenest while they were being |
taken through the great storage battery
plant. They learned that Mr. Edison
made 55,000 individual experiments in
getting this mechanism to its present
state, It was explained to them that

in its most advanced form this storage

battery is to be placed aboard the new
submarines and that 1t will overcome
the chlorine gus difficulty that prob-

ably was responsible for the loss of a
submarine in Honolulu Bay recently

The members of the commission
also gave much time to the various
phonographic devices, being particularly
anxious to learn just how these appli-
ances are used by energetic
men. The demonstration of the FEidi-
son educat'onal fiims was also made
for their benefit. They saw a boy on
the screen mixing chemicals, greating
them with water or electricity and then
looking through a microscope to see
what the effect was. These effects
were thrown on the screen, greatly mag-
nifled and brought gasps of surprise
from everybody.
