rmoAuo, June 1 4 (Monday. 12:30 A.M.).
Fourteen thousand Ave hundred operat-

ing employees of elevated nnd surface
lines In Chicago went on strike nt mid- -

night to enforce their demands for an
Increase In wages and better working
conditions.

No cars will bo operated y for
the transportation of the general public

lover the surface lines. Few trains for
the use of the public will be operated
over the elevated lines.

Ouarded by uniformed policemen nnd (

detectives from private agencies strike
breakers will attempt to run cars

and resume service.
Plans of the company officials early

last evening were to make the first at-

tempt to operate on the elevated lines.
To this end several cars will be run to-

day by n motormen nnfl conduc-

tors as a test.
It was planned to make several test

trips over the main trunk surface lines.
Their plans. It ns generally understood,
were that no attempt would be made to
run surfaco cars under itollce protec-

tion, but that a schedule for elevated
trains hnd been made out.

One thousand men to act as strike
breakers have been Imported from New-York-

,

Philadelphia, Pittsburg and other
Kastern cities to man the elevated
trains.

Preparation were hastily made last
night by big commercial and other con-

cerns to transport their employees to
and from their work For this
purpose the employers have rented hun-

dreds of nutomoblle trucks and other
motor cars. Identification slips were
Issued and a schedule was given to
emploers telling when cars will pass
given points.

All hotels In the downtown district
were crowded last night. Huslness
men arc reserving room for employees
nnd ordering them to the city that
they may be on hand promptly this
morning. Among the firms employing
this method to safeguard sorvlco was
the Chicago Telephone Company
Places for more than 400 operators
were provided for.

Steam rallioads also made extensive pre.
paratlons to Increase suburban schedules
OttlclaU or the railroads said that they
would Inaugurate all night service if
occasion demanded.

Itupliire Conies nt MlilnlKlit.
Itlipturc of the union employees and

the companies came at midnight, when
the men brought In their trains and
cars and ran them Into th" yards. Theto
was no violence. Motormen and con-
ductors checked out and crews due to
take out trains failed to leputt for
duty.

The rupture between the emploers

and the men also brought with it a ills,
agreement between the International

and the local union head. Will-

iam P. Mahon, International president,
announced at mldnlgLJ that he wns im

longer In ohnrge of the situation, be-

cause the local union olllcers had taken
the matter out of his hands hy ordering
the men to quit. Mahon came from
Detroit to use his good olllces fur
peace, nt the request of Mayor Thomp-
son, after he had authorized the strike.

Conferences for n peaceful solution of
the trouble were held all of yesterday,
Mayor Thompson having first ou. side
nnd then tho other In conference all day.
The last session was held with the local
union ofliclals nnd ended at midnight
without results,

Mnor Wilms Workinen.
Tho Mayor concluded his final con-

ference with the union men by announc-
ing this Injunction :

"You cannot afford to Ignore tho prln-clpl- o

of fair arbitration. A basis of ar-

bitration has been offered to you, and
you havo been guaranteed that you
would not lose any of your present hours
or wage... You had all to gain and
nothing to line. I have tried to prevent
a strike by affording you a medium of
fair negotiations with the companies,

House, who slipped down hero y ns
soon as he got back from his four
months stay "abroad, said this evening
that ho saw no chanco for peace In Ku-

rope. Moreover, he asserted that the
United States "never had the, Job of
peacemaker" nnd he denied that his trip
had been undertaken as President Wil-

son's unofficial envoy on a mission of
peace. Col. House, brought to an end
an Interview during which he declined
to nnsw er many questions anil smiled
nwny many others by saying when nsked
if ho would nccept the place of Secre- - ,

tnry of Stato that It hadn't been of--

fered to him.
The Colonel never for a minute shook

tho belief of his Interviewers that he
wns the President's personal representa-
tive abroad nnd a close one too. He
admitted that he might go to Washing-

ton to see the President, al-

though he said he didn't know; he might ,

not go for two or three days.

If he heard anything the President ought
to know.

Col. llouso said that he talked with
all of the high t iovcrnniont officials of
C.ieat Ilrltaln. Franco and Orrmany. He
saw and talked with evcrboily high In

official circles except the Kaiser and
King (lenrge. And ho also conferred
with Herbert C. Hoover, American chief
agent In London for the Helglati relief.

"Yes, I did sen Mr Hoover and others
connected with the relief work." ho said,
"but my trip was a personal one, 1
