At first
he claimed to be an American citizen
travelling for an American tlrm and also
at agent for an American relief commit,
tee. He ld not hold this pose long. At
his examination in he rose, made a
military salute confessed himself a
spy.

He caused a sensation by announcing
that Capt. von Prlger had a complete
outfit for making false American pas-lsjrt-

After his confession Itosenth.il was
speedily convicted, but his execution was
IHistponed from June 1.'

During a relatively
calm twenty-fou- r hours on the French
front the most serious fighting was west

North of the Servon road the Germans
succeeded In reg.tlnlng a foothold In- the
lleaiiraln wood, but nt no other point
were their attempts of any avail.

French forces south ot the Chateau
de Carlcul slezed a line nf Herman
trenches, and around Nouvllle and the
Labjrlnth there was fighting with hand
grenades which did not net either side
anything. The night conimtinlqio was
as follows:

The day was relatliely calm.
In the Argonne there waa an en-

gagement In which bombs and hand
grenades nere employed In the region
of Marie Therese. Tho German at-

tacks against Li Haute Chavaiichee
and Iloureullle weie repulsed.

There Is nothing to leport on the
rest of the fiont except artillery duels,
especially In the region north of Arras.
