Henry I.nurrna, Mrrchnnt nnd
Statesman nf South Carolina.
A distinctly notable contribution

to American biography Is made by
Davih Dbnmn professor of
history nnd economies In Wofford
College, In The Life of Henry
iAurcns (Putnums). As president
of the Continental Congress Lau-

rens Is pretty well "documented,"
but aside from that single, If most Im-

portant, chapter In an unusually Inter-

esting American life record there Is a
surprising dearth of commonly acces-

sible material, Professor Wallace gives
evidence of Indefatigable research fa-

vored by fortunate advantages of ac-

cess to the "sources," nnd has put to-

gether the results of his Industry In

commendable style, neglecting none cf
the desirable factors, and showing In

Bice proportion "tie character, circum-
stances and achievements of this early
"Tarheel" statesman, planter and man

of business.
Laurens's ancestry was pun? Hu-

guenot on both sides. Ills father was
Jean Samuel Laurens; his mother,
Esther or Hester Grasret. Henry's

("grandfather" In

the text), Jean Laurent, as the name
was then commonly spelled, was a
merchant In Hochclle, who died lie-fo- re

1861. His son Andre, grandfather
of Henry, refugeo and emlgrf, tied
first to Kngland, then tried his for-

tunes In Ireland and finally moved on
to America, where he settled first In
New York and, In 1715 or 1716, In

Charleston, S. t Andre's son, Jean Sum
uel, or John, us he came to call him-
self, was the husband of Hester (Iras-s- et

and father uf the subject of this
biography. With their marriage, both
being American born, u new era
began in the family history of the
Laurenses. That Andre was a man
of "piety, shrewdness and force" Is
clear from the scanty remaining rec-
ords of his life, and John Inherited
these qualities and. It may be par-
donable to fay, Increased their effec-

tiveness by Incorporating with the
French Inheritance the Influence of
the American environment. To be
more definite, he learned his trade of
saddlery so thoroughly nnd pursued
It with so much not merely of Indus-
try but of organizing and "business
nursing" sense that he became a sub-
stantial and respected citizen. He sub-
ordinated the sturdy pride of his fam-
ily to the family Interest: "Prospered
ut whatever he touched; dealt extcn-blvel- y

In real estate, as the abundant
sprinkling of his name over the rec-
ords ef tho mesne conveyances testi-
fies; sold his saddlery ami chaises
right briskly, and was a prosierous,
much respected man, no longer merely
a saddler, but an extensive merchant.'

Henry Laurens carried tho family
fortunes still further; Charleston was
doing pretty big business iu the mid-

dle the eighteeenth century, "the
wealth of the planter was reflected
in the wealth of the merchant, which
waa upon tho needs of the ex-

panding cultivation." The planter
raised staple products for export, such
no Indian nmt rinn- lh mprchnnt Im
ported manufactured goods.
