TO SERVE BRITAIN

CoiitlniKd from First 'ope.

Oermany half a million are emplo.ved In
turning out munitions, He agreed that
women's work should not be confined to
unskilled labor. The finest work con-
nected with the manufacture of shell",
ho said, the making of fuses. Is done by
women lu France.

In order to make the best use of the
available women, he continued. It would
be necessary tlrst to override the prej-
udice of trade unionism and conserva-
tism among business men. It was a
natural apprehension of working men
that women, once trilned to do this
work, would be anxious to continue It.
The real nn 1 only answer to this fear,
he said, was that after the war was
over there would lie no need for this
sort of work.

DEFENDER OF HOLT

PUT INTO HOSPITAL

Frank Wolnschenk Seized by

Seeret Service Men in
Wnnhinjrton.

IS CONSIDERED INSANE

Waiiinoton, July 17. Secret ser-

vice orilcers have taken Into custody
Frank A. Welnschenk, who has been
conducting the International Informa-
tion Ilureati In the District National
Hank IlulldlnK In Washington and haa
been Issuing pamphlets which com-

mend the acts of Frank Holt and which
suggest that the author had a plan to
end the war that would startle the
world.

Welnschenk was taken, late j ester-da- y

to the Washington Asylum Hospital
for observation. He made no resist-
ance when the secret service men over-

hauled him In the street. Welnschoivk
Is S3 years old. According to In-

formation furnished by his relatUes,
he Inherited a fortune and spent about
$200,000 of It carrying on propaganda
of various kinds. He conducted his In-

ternational Information ltureau at his
own expense.

He lias written letters to the Presi-
dent from time to time making sug-
gestions which Indicated that the writer
was of unbalanced mind. His pam-
phlets attracted newspaper attention
which led to his detention by the secret
service officers.

One of Welwchenk's convictions was
that W, J. Ilryan obtained Kssesslon
of his letters to the President and
pigeonholed them.

Warning r Ills Hrolher.
Wclnschenk's brother conferred with

the officers about his case and told them
they should exercise great care In han-
dling him or they would meet with vio-
lent resistance. The brother explained
that when he tried to reason with Frank
and get him to drop his propaganda
Frank grew violent toward him. The
brother will be used as a witness.

Welnschenk Is said to have operated
In Home, where he spent nearly $250.-00- 0

In estibllshl g the International
Cable Company. He says he was forced
by the Italian llovernment to leave
Home. Later he carried on a campaign
of pamphleteering In London and then
went to Chicago, whence he came to
Washington

The pamphlets put out by Welnschenk
since he came to Washlrston were Is-

sued about once a week, but on one
or two occasions he made them semi-weekl-

They dealt for the most part
with lirltlsh Influence In America.
Welnschenk Is of CJerman ancestry and
returned to the United 8tntcsfrom Uu-lo-

only two years ago. "

The printing of Welnschenk's pam-
phlets was done by a local firm, which
Informed the secret service men that
he always had paid his bills promptly
and that there was no evidence that
any other person was Interested with
him In the publicity campaign. Weln-
schenk says his wife Is In Chicago.

Ill Publicity Caminlicn.
His publicity campaigns have been

partially directed against the "high cost
of living" : other chnrged that the
United States was nffllcted with "wide-
spread lirltlsh" Influence and that this
Influence should be vigorously combated.
He declartd In one of his publications
that three big nations controlled the
commerce of the world and that peri-
ods of depretslon were created at will by
certain Influences acting voluntarily In
the matter.

Welnschenk's brother, who lives In
Kansas, Is taking deep personal Interest
In the case, and admits his relative's
mental Incniwcity. The secret service
men also believe that the detained man's
trouble Is mental, but they are not In-

clined to regard him ns so dangerous
as was at first believed.

They consider him a crank with am-
ple funds to carry out his peculiar plans,
but not much Inclined to violence,

A long I'ourse of treatment at the
hospital will be administered to Weln-
schenk. His relatives plan. If he Im-
proves under these conditions, to pre-
vail ujwn him to return home In the
Wist and be quiet.

SPY SCARE IN NAVY YARD

Attempts tn Illoiv Up natllrshlua
nt I.enKue Island Itruortrd.

Philadelphia, July 17. The League
Island navy yard has a "spy scare"
so much so, It was learned that
guards on the battltshl, s and other
lighting craft stationed there, as well as
almut the yard Itself, have been doubled.

Journalist Deelnies Most of
Them Are Not Awake to

' the Einerjrenp.v.

ZEI'I'KLIN VISITS A .IOKR

London, July 1, I nm Inclined to
think that most of the accounts ws
have read In the Inst few months of
London In war time must hae been
written by people who .have never bom
In London before and hnve accordingly
no standard for comparison; or, It may
be, the Imagination of the observer Is
attuned rather to what he expects than
to what he sees.

That Imagination plays strnnge tricks
upon perfectly well meaning people I

have had a very recent lllusti atlon. I

crossed In the Camerouln and I saw
no submarine nor any sign of one. Some
of my fellow passengers did. Not only
did they see nt Intervals of about ten
minutes mysterious cigar shaped forms,
with or without periscopes, dartliu
through the water all around the ship ;

they actually saw a heroic combat
wherein the Canicionl.i. grown tiled of
such constant annoyance, attempted to
ram one of them and drove. It off In
triumph.

Not only did they see nil this but
they told the London papers all about
It. Now I piofess to lie n Journalist and
to have some Hjwers of observation, but
I repent that I did not sec any sub-
marine, nor did any of tho other pas-
sengers with whom I contorted on the
voyage.

I think It must be very much the
same lu the matter of London. Before 1

had reached It I had visions, based upon
the accounts of eyewitnesses cabled
to the New York press, that London was
became a city of dreadful night, Its
street lamps extinguished, its houses
covered with sandbags to ward off wan-
dering bombs, Its citizens lurking fear-
fully In their coal cellars, the streets
empty except for soldiers ami police-
men and Zeppelins by the dozen crlsf
crossing the skies and bombing off the
heads of Incautious hoiireholdi rs when
ever they dared put their heads outside
the basement windows. Such Is not ac-
tually the case.
