If he knew he was going
to close the bank all he had to do was
to stay away from the bank on tho day
tn question, when tho report would
have been signed by some other om-cla- l.

Do you think he Mould be fool
enough to sign It himself If ho knew
It was false anS that tho bank must
close.

"Pride!" cried Mr. Baldwin, deriding
the prosecution's claim that pride had
prompted Mr. Grout In his acts. "Who
would believe that any District Attor-
ney, even this one. could conceive that
pride Impelled him a pride thnt lived
