Abolition of the emergency message
lo will do nway with the rush of bills

on the last two or three days of the
tesslon. It was pointed out. Hundreds of
hills now go through nt the last moment,
many of them under mesmges from the
Governor, who often docs not know whnt
the bills contain. Frequently Govern-
ors veto bills for which they have signed
tmergency messages.
