PUNISHING, CAPITAL.

The Stuffed Par Hull nnd Ilostllo
I.egWalliiu Denounced.

To the KoiTon op Tim Su.v Sir; It
Is to be presumed thnt labor nnd Its
t.a Follettes take much satisfaction In
noting thnt "cnpltnt Is being punished";
that theio were 12,7-1- failures In the
llrst bnlf of 1913, a high record for all
time; that tho banks In New York
alone, prior to July disbursements, bad
about $200,000,000 Idle money which
nobody seemid to want to use; and that
ono-elgh- of the railway mlleago of
tho United States Is In tho hands of
receivers, with ns much moro bended In

that direction.
Whllo optimistic, views iircdomlnnto

ns to tho general courso of futuro de-

velopment, and with many encouraging
Indications, It yet remains title, that
American trade and Industry nre a long
way from doing their best. Thero aro
thousands of men nud millions of dol-
lars Idle or but partly employed. This
double "unemployment" Is likely to
continue nnd It may bo accented In the
courso of a few months.

Tho llrst cause for this Is tho atti-
tude of labor and Its leaders, also Its
representatives In legislative halls. Tho
I.a Folletto law-- has driven two bis
shipping companies to foreign registra-
tion nnd bids fnlr to swiep tho hist
vestlgo of our American licet from tho
seas. Tho lloston street railways' se-

curities mako new-- low records In price,
tho company having bad forced upon
It a wage scale the general adoption
of which would bankrupt bnlf the elec-
tric railways In tho United States. The
largest concern operating In the Hock-
ing Valley coal legion In Ohio Is clos-
ing Its mines because of the exaction
and resttlctlons of n law which admi-
rably Illustrates a cardinal labor union
principle, that of rewarding the poor
workman equally with tho good work-
man ; It forces tho mining companies
to pay as much for poorly mined coal,
battered to slack, ns for carefully
mined lump coal. Ohio Is reaching
toward rank with Kansas and Wiscon-
sin ns nn Incubating ground for legis-
lative monstroMtlr and follies.

In Chicago the building trades, which
with railroad men now constitute the
world's aristocracy of labor, have
biought about an economic lots of more
thnn n million dollars a day, by their
efforts to r.tort a lain of pay enor
mously above even the high averages
of lids country, and fabulous when
compared with the rates prevailing nny
whero else on earth. With thousands
of men out of woik entirely and mill-
ions In other countries glad to get work
at 70 cuits a day, these high stomached
patriots want 70 cents nn hour. The
averago eirnlncs of tli.- - marly
000,000 workers In factories as reported
by tho last census were 10 cents nn
hour. Is a Chicago carpenter worth
threo nnd a half factory bands'.'

Is there no way of getting into the
minds of the 20 ctnt an hour workers
the truth that the exorbitant wnecs de-

manded by the rallioaders and the
building trades are a tax upon them"
Is there no way of securing some sen
sible recognition of the tiemeiidous ad
vantnso wago workers havo In this
country ns compared with any other
portion of the earth' I'.ery little whll
some "professor" arises to tell us what
it "minimum living wage" Is. ami to
announce the correct lowist rates which
society "owes" tho manual worker.
They havo much to say regarding other
people's pay roll obligations, but never
by any chance do they show nny Intelll
gent Idea of what the world's work
Is being done for In other Innds, nor
even nny intelligent comparison of
wages In this country.

Tho railroad men and the building
trado workers nio getting moio than
double tho earnings of the mot favored
of tho workers In tho manufacturing
trades, some 7,000.000 In all. and are
sky high beldi tho earnings of tho moro
than 13.000,000 fanners, who besides
their labor have previous earnings In- -

visteil as waking capital.
They am getting m.'ro thin their share
already, et they nre fiercely demanding
more, nnd are demoralizing other In
dustrles.

Chicago has started In to settle the
question of utter dominance by th"
building trade workers. The question
might as well tie fought out, there and
elsewhere. The easbkt way, of wenkly
Melding lo demands, no matter how
unreasonable, nnd then "passing It on
to tho public," Is no longer worknble
Managers have been compelled Instead
to piss tho loss to the owners of rail
roads and otlur Industries.
