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STEAMSHIP INSPECTION.

An Assertion Thnt It Is of Rare Oc-

currence In This Port.
To TiiK'KtiiTon oy The Sl'.n Sir,- - The

editorial article In Tub SUN of July 30
headed "Secretary Rcdflcld Qualifies as
an KUlclcncy Kxpert" Is timely and
straight to the point. Mr. Redlleld put
his foot in It badly when he said the
stability of steam Vessels was not within
tho purview of Inspectors of steam ves-
sels. If a vessel Is unetablo slw cannot
bo seaworthy. She may bo the best
built Vessel obtainable equipped with
eviry device for the saving of life and
property, commanded, olllccred and
manned by the most capable of ofllcors
and men, but If sho Is unstable she Is

!io is unsouworthy, sho Is
unfit to navigate, sho should not bo al-
lowed to carry either pas'cngera or
fielght, a certificate of Inspection should
bo ivfusetl In her case. Stability is a
fundamental requisite in tho safety of o
steam vessel, ejection 4415, Revised
Statutes of the United States, snys :

The inspector of hulls (hall be a peraon
of good character nnd suitable qualifica-
tions and attainments to perform the ser-rlc-

required of an Insptctor of bulla, who
from his practical knowledge uf ship-
building and nalgatlon and the uses of
steam In navigation Is fully competent lo
make a reliable estimate of the strength,
seaworthiness nnd other qualities of the
hulls of vessels and their equipment
deemed es&tntlal to safety of life In their
navigation.

If tho Inspector Is competent to pass
upon tho seaworthiness of steam ves-
sels, then tho stability of the vessel Is
a nutter that necessarily must como
under his purvtVw, as, being unstable,
she would be unseavvorthy, and there-foi- o

could nut be "deemed essential to
safety of life In" her "navigations"
Again, Section 4U7, United States Re-
vised Statutes, says:

Tho local Inspectors at.a!!, once In ever)
year, at least, carefully lnspct the hull
of each steam venel within their respec
tive districts, unit shall satisfy themselves
that every such vessel so submitted lo
thtlr inspection is of a structure suitable
for the service In which she Is to be

has suitable accommodations for
passengers and the crew, and Is In a condi-
tion to warrant the billet that she may be
used In navigation as a sttamer, with
safely to life.

If a steam vessel Is unstable her
structure Is not suitable for any ser
vice, ami sue cannot lie In a condition
to warraj.t the belief that she may be
used 111 navigation as a steamer with
safety to lite. When an Inspector of
hulls "posses" a steamer that Is un-
stable hu has passed a viBoel that Is

and unfit for use with
safely to life. If hu Is unable to imss upon
stability, which is but another woid
fur safety, he Is unfit lo bo an li spec-tor-.

And when hu lssu.s a certificate of
to 11 steam vessel, solemnly

uncaring that she Is sta'.vorihv. If she
Is unstable the Inspector has certificated
a possible death trap, because she Is
unsafe, as the Kastland was.

Thirty-liv- e years ugo the Sound
stuamer Seawanhaka caught lire .11 the
Uast River and was destroyed With larce
loss of life. She had been inspected by an
assistant Inspector of hulls and an assist-
ant Inspector of boilers. It was first In-

tended to Indict these assistants for
manslaughter, and try them In the fed-
eral court, but It was found that al-
though theso ass!tar,t Inspectors had
inspected the vessel tho local inspectors
had solemnly sworn that they, the locals,
had Inipected her. On the strensth of
this tho assistant Inspectors who had
Inspected her were not tried for man-
slaughter and tho local Inspectors who
had not inspected hir but who had
sworn that they had inspected her were
tried for manslauKhtcr. It was then es-

tablished that assistant Inspectors weru
not authorized to Inspect steam vessels.
What has happened s!n.-- then? It is a
rare thing for local msi ectors to Inspect
steam vessels In this port. Uut they
swear, in Issuing each Inspection cert.tl-cit- e,

that they havo Inspected them.
They do this on the strength of the re-

ports of assistant Inspectors whom they
ass.un to the duty of "examining for
inspection" the steam vessel, and the
assistant Inspectors' report is merely an
"examination for Inspection," not an In-

spection.
-0 we have tho anomaly of assistant

Inspectors actually cunductlng all of tho '

Inspection that s'e.im vessels reee.ve,
men declared unauthorlzi-- to Inspect
them : and because of this lack of au-
thority to Inspect them the local In-

spectors falsely swear that they have
Inspected the vessels, thus becoming
criminally and penally responsible for
the acts of subordinate, and liable,

of the peculiar ennd tlmis under
which Inspection Is conducted, or not
conducted, to be sent to prison fur man-
slaughter If nn accident happens to
vc'sxl they swore they Inspected but did
not Inspect. Is this not a condition of
affairs that should be remedied"

No one cm read the requ.tements of
law regarding local Inspectors of hulls
or regarding the Inspection of steam
vessels and properly absolve such In-

spectors from the requirement of, tlrst
of all, finding that the vessel ! stable.

fresh, with n hole punctured on
the side and the contents running out.
I then climbed the tree and found in
the net the egg of n cow blackbird
with an egg or eggs of the vlreo. To

And Few Words on the fJrewnome
ness of Newspaper Literature.

To the Editor or The Sun Slrt Tlir.
flUN's reply to n correspondent who
naively asks whothcr "an" hotel Is pref
erable to "a" hotel runs as follows:
" 'A' hotel Is correct There Is no rea
son for subduing the 'h' of 'hotel' In
Cockney fashion."

Hearken, O Sir! to tho reflections of
an Englishman who Is not a Cockney
A little knowledge is a dangerous thing,
and the little knowledge which tho aver-
age American ho of pure English leads
him to hairsplitting distinctions which
raise a smile In the Hrltlshcr : but I did
look for better thlnga from Tire Sun,
as representing one of the few papers
whoso prose comes anywhere near the
article which we, across the Atlantic, can
"King's English."

Now, tlr, pray don't think me offensive
or discourteous, for 1 admire America
heart and soul In many things ; but not
her way of handling Shakesiie.iro's
tongue, either as to orthography or
syntax. It is no exaggeration to sny
that the average American paper Is
blistered with grammatical Inaccuracies,
locutions and, chiefly, errors of orthog-
raphy which in England Bavor of the
servants' hall: this quite apart from thu
topsy-turv- y attempt to galvanize public
Interest by Inverting news headlines and
closing a paragraph with the phrase
which should lead off according to the
fundamental rule of analysis.

To cover so vast n subject would cer-
tainly strain the limits of your space :

so I will merely ak ono or two ques
tions In addition lo that of the gen-

tleman In doubt about "hotel"; while
assuring him that "an hotel" not only
passes muster In England, but thnt It Is
the form which Is far more usually
adopted by the best writers. "A" hotel
grates on the English ear, almost as
"a hour" would do, though the latter is
Incorrect while the former Is not.

Now for my questions: Why, in
America, if you drop the doublo conso-
nant In so many words such us "trav-
eller," "levelled," Ac, do you gratui-
tously add It whero It docs not exist In
English nnd write "enrollment," "Install-
ment," &c? Another Instance of per-

version: Why suppress "on" when speak-
ing of days of the week? "He quit
Saturday," &c. "Quit" Is horrible, but
let It pass: side by sldo with the man
who quit, I read of a fashionable mar-
riage to take place "on" next Satur-
day, It must indeed have been ultra
fashionable to want that "on" whero In
English the qualifying "next" rendered
the "on" superfluous!

These are two Instances taken at ran-
dom of the peculiar twist In the Ameri-
can mind. When It comes to a question
of orthography, with your "theater" and
"center," nnd "defense'' (why not
"a rail fense" Instead of "a rail
fence") nnd "plow," nnd "check" nnd
a hundred other Innovations which grate
on the eye and have no Justification
beyond a love of novelty, I feel that In n
generation or two the English language
on this side of the ocean will be no
more. Only a few days ngo In the ac-

count of a notorious capital execution
the reporter referred to the "grew some"
scene. Dr. Johnson's shade whispers in
my ear "What gruesome English!"
