Well Informed ecotton men concedls
the right of (ireat Britaln to put cotton
on the contraband list, and they feel that
any concession made by the Alles would
he purely voluntary and by no means in
the nature of an obligation.

Advices from New England say that
tha manufacturers have shown more
dlsposition to buy old lots of old
erap ootton lately than for some time
past, but trading is still on a small
scale, In Fall River some of the
manufactyrers have been in the mar-
ket In & amall way for cheap lots, but
most of them have been unwilling to
pay the full market price. Considering
the large amount of cotton mtill In the
Routh left over from the old erop, brok-
ers kay the bargain offerings are not
at a!l plentiful. Fall River manufac-
turers usually are buying August sall-
ings of new crop quite freely by
thig time, but this year they ars de-
ferring their purchases till later,

Sentiment throughout the market s
very much mixed. It is not believed
that prices will develop any decided
tendency untll some new factor is !n-
Jected into the situation,
