BIG GAINER BY WAR

Company Shows Surplus v of
$11,000,000 on Six Months

Operations.

B0 PEIt CENT. ON STOCKS

Huge earnings by the International
Mercantile Marine Company as the re-

sult of the war prices for shipping
space to Kurope ore revealed In a state-
ment of earnings for the six months
ended Juno 30. The company Is about
to come out' of receivership. The sur-
plus of Ml. 000,000 earned In six months
on (50,000,000 of new preferred and
common stock, or at the rate of 22 per
cent, for tho hnlf year on the entire
capital stock, contrasts strongly with
the reports of other years.

In the entire year of 1913 the sur-
plus after Interest nnd depreciation
charges was only )315,G02.

In a hnlf year's operations the com-
pany has earned sufficient to pay C per
cent, on Its new preferered stock and
over 50 per cent, on Its new common.
As tho preferred stock shares equally
with tho common after C per cent, has
been paid on tho latter, the enmings of
the company In relation to I's stock
nre best Judged by the 22 per cent,
earned on the total stock capitalization.

These earnings are surplus after pay-
ment of an estimated nnnunl deprecia-
tion charge of 5 per cent, amounting to
15,500,000, and id so deduction of the
amount requited for dividends on the
preferred stock of tho lyland I.lne not
owned by tho International.

Ilrltlsh Tax Xot Computed.
Charles K. Haydock, secretary of the

reorganization committee. In his state-
ment accompanying the cumin report
says : "As to whether the abnormally
turgo earnings for the pnsr six months
will continue, ns to the ultimate amount
of tho war tnxes to be homo by the
English companies and as to what the
war risks and other extraordinary ex-
penses due to the war will eventually
actually amount to, the security holders
are in as good a position to Judge as
any one elc."

Tile amount of the Ilrltlsh war ta
will not be known until It Is fixed by
Parliament. It may umo mt to any-
where from $1,000,000 to $2,500,001) i.n
the extra profits being made by the com-
pany due to the war.

One of the most encouraging effects
of the abnormally largo' earnings of th
six months Is Hint It has enabled

Line to pay off about 40 per
cent, of back dividends on Its preferred
stock. This amounts to nearly 3,noo,-oo- n.

This will benefit the International,
which owns all the stock of the com-
pany except $2,847,093 of the $6,S5D,59S
preferred, by enabling tho International
to take over tho surplus earnings of
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Eastern Steamship Lines

problematical. However, tho current
earnings did Indicate to the committee
an amount which mndo unnecessary the
substantial assessment on the stock
originally thought to bo necessary."

"The companies have tonnage under
construction and contracted for which
after deducting the amount already paid
on account thereof," says Mr. Haydock,

the plan."

Reginald P. Holton, representing
fourteen civic organizations which nre
working for removal or concealment
of the tracks, figured that a four track
tunnel would cost $28,000,000 nnd a
six track tunnel $3.",000,000.

an estimate of $37,000,000 for n four
track tunnel nnd representatives of the
railroad placed the expense, nt 0.
