Sir
George Wnpstnff, has been Intrigued
into secret marriage with one Henry
ftreelman, calling himself an agent of
the French secret service. She Is In
fact spying on Sir Qtorgt at the demand
of her husband.

At the fame time the choice of a war
subji t In time of war Is always open
to question. In "Under Fire"
were In erhaps a little too much "blood
and thunder," though there Is plenty of
Wlrrlng action of another sort, which at
times nearly brought the audience to Its
feet. William Courtenay as the soldier
hero acted In his usual graceful and
finished style. Chief honors, however,
fell to Mlfn Hemlng. Possessed of ex-
tremely good looks, together with a
charming manner, she used all to good
advantage.

In the play Is one character that gives
a relieving color to the sombreness of
war This Is the American newspaper
reporter played by Frank Craven. He
appears first In Sir George Wngstnff't
home In London, next at the wrecked Inn
In Itelglum snd finally In a British
trench, where he finds an amusing poker
game In progrw, counts the stars In
the sky, which Is all he can see from
the trench, and then learns with amaze-
ment that he Is "under fire."

"Under Fire" Is well written, well
tcled and well staged.
