The Hoard of Estimate npproved tho
contract afler voting that the clause
permitting the contractors and the Chief
Engineer of the I'ubllc Service Commis-
sion to agree on a lump sum payment
for extra work should bo eliminated. Mr.
Conway contends that the mndirtcatlon
was made after the Hoard had already
approved the original contract.

The order Is returnable In the Su-
preme Court on Tuesday.

The I'ubllc Servlco Commission de-
cided yesterday not to nwnrd any more
inniracts until a court decision is
reached. A statement from tho Com-
mission sajs:

"Th commission Is left with no op-

tion In the matter. The action of tho
Hoard of Estimate In consenting to cer-
tain contracts Upon condition, being
Ugally equivalent to a refusal of con-
sent, makes It manifestly Impossible
for the commission to execute any con- -
tracts with matters In this situation.
The matters must therefore be hold In
shesatico until the courts show n way
out of the difficulty."

FLY HIS PLANE SOON

Trials Next Week of Costly
Miichlno That Will do In

Air Minus Control.

cent Astor Ih preparing to take iiossee-slo- n

of hi new hydro-aeroplan- e, an
cruise of the New York Yuoht Cluh has
been finished. Tho machine, a product
of the V. Starling Purges, factory In

thl town, has been put through more
tcsti than any other machine turned out
at the plant. It stability while In

Thl particular machine has been
constructed ut rather a high cost. It
has many novel features, including a
specially built Imut hull which wilt
house the pilot anil passengers nnd lias
a space for oil and fuel supplies as well
ns for food. The hull permits
use of the machine on the surfaco of
the water the same as a motor tat unci
n speed of f5 miles an hour can be at-

tained In the water.
There are really two compartments In

boat, one forward for the pilot and
one nmldshlps for two passengers.
