The six cylinder Overland Just an-

nounced and now at the salesrooms of
the C. T. Sliver Motor Company here
gives tho Willys-Overlan- d Company the
third car In Its selling combination. In
June tho Overland nnnounced a four
cylinder touring car to sell for 7S0.
Four weeks ngo the Wlllya-Knlg- car
wnH announced for Jl 035. Thin Is the
lowest priced slccvo valve motored car
over put on the market. With the an-

nouncement of the Six at $1,116 thei
Overland completes a trio of models
which to all Intents and purpoiew prac-- i
tlcally blanket the moderate price mar-
ket.

The latest addition to the Overland
family la known na Model 86, The low
prlcn for so big a seven passenger tour-
ing car Is the result of the quantity
production methods at the Overland
factory.

The wheel base of 125 Inches adds
much to the easy riding qualities of tho
car. Tho roomy body has two extra
seats and can easily accommodate seven
adults. The seats have high backs and
the seat cushions are built on deep
colled springs. The upholstery through-
out Is of genuine leather.

Tho cylinder of the motor nre cast
en bloc. With a bore of 3 '4 lnchei
nnd a stroke of 5i inches, the moior
will develop 45 horse-powe- r nt normal
engine speeds. Tho oiling system Is n
combination of forco feed and constant
level splash. The oil Is fed under pres-
sure to tho crank shaft nnd cam shaft
hearings ami to the three helical timing
gears.

The vacuum gasolene tank under the
hood Insures positive flow of gasolene
lo the carbureter, which Is of an 'im-
proved type, with hot air attachment.
Ignition Is furnished by high tension
magneto a In last year's model. No
batteries arc required. The magneto Is
entirely Independent of tho electric start-
ing nnd lighting system, which Is of
the two unit type.
