CZAR SENDS WOMAN OF 71
TO ARCTIC AS PRISONER

"Ltttlo Ginndmotlipr of Rus-

sian Revolution'' Writes to

American Friend.

East Obanoc, N. J., Aug. 14. On a
post card enclosed In n letter which
Miss Alice Stone Illackwell received

y was pictured a bleak, snowy
mountain rasa In far northern Siberia
and through the pass a llttln band of
prisoners struggled along, herded by
Itusslan soldiers. The pass Is on the
2,000 mile Journey from Irkutsk
to Vakoutsk, where Mme. Cath-
erine Breshknvskaya has Just been
sent to remain In solitary confine-
ment for the rest of her life. Mme.
Breshkovakayn, "little grandmother of
the nusslnn revolution," Is 71 years
old nnd has cataracts on both eyes.

Mme. Breshkovskaya has been sent
to Yakoutsk, where the winters are
nine months long and the piercing cold
often GS degrees below xero, after eigh-
teen months Imprisonment for trying
to escape In December, 1913. Before
that she had served nearly twenty
j ears In prison becnuss of her activi-
ties In the movement to gain frtedom
for the people of ftussla.

The letter Miss Illackwell received
was dated June 2? at Irkutsk, nnd
as Mme. Breshkovskaja whs to start
for Yakoutsk In July she probably Is
there now. After telling of the clunge
ordered In her pUco of Imprisonment
the "little grandmother" snld:

Life nt Ktrrnak Ilnril.
"It Is hardly a surprise to me and life

at Klrensk and here was so bant that
no ahange will frighten inc. 1 nm only
sorry for the two additional monms
that I have had to spend In prison here
waiting for the convoy to leave.

'At yakoutsk the cold goes down to
Df. degrees. Winter lasts fully eight
months. There Is hardly any spring,
for In May the ground Is still covered
with snow and In August there are
sharp frost nt night. Two months nf
summer are very hot.

'But there nre n few doctors tntre.
and more people thnn at Klrensk, where
there was often no medical nld. I Hhall
try not to lose what Is left of my
health. The longer I live the more
fullv I understand that Uie deepest
thing In me la nn Invisible and ardent
love for the human race, which I am
convinced contains within Itself all the
germs of Intellectual Improvement to
an Indefinite extent: of n ascent to a
moral life which will make It Infinitely
happy."
