APPEAL FOR VOTES

Mis O'Rpilly of Tradea League
Asks Organized Labor to

Aid Suffragists.

TELLS OF SERVICE DONE

An nppenl has been made to the union
workmen of New York State t.i vote for
woman suffrage In the coming electlnn
In a letter sent out by Mia lienors
O'Reilly, sscretary of the Women
Trade l'nlon League. She remind the
men of the union that the women
worker ote with them In the trade
unions, strike with them, help to bear
the coat and suffering of a strike and
urges that now I an opportunity for th
men to reciprocate.

"The trade unions or organisations
are on record for vote for women." the
says. "Hut It one thing to be on
record and another to work actively for
It o as to make it a living fact. This
we ask you to do now. As union men
you know that we women know how to
tick to the bitter or victorious end of

the struggle. As organised working
women we want to better conditions nt
much as you do.

"Women are hnndleapped without the
ballot, as working men were handi-
capped before they were enfranchise!.
In every department of life, be It in the
factory or In the home, the ballad is of
the utmost Importance

"To secure decent factorlea we need
the ballot. To abolish the sweated
trades the bal'.ot I needed. To abolish
child labor the ballot essential. In
our home as wives, mothers, daughters
we need the ballot to do justice to our
work a hontekeeper

'Organised worklngwomen are con-
vinced that If the wnrklngmen will do
their duty by worklngwomen at the polls
on November 2 to secure for them the
right to vote, worklngmen and women
will leave to the workers who come after
them a larger, freer inheritance by their
united effort and intelligent action, both
industrial and political."
