"Riven If a large corruption fund did a
exlat and was freely spent among labor s
leaders and members of labor organisa-
tions It would he impossible for the
labor loaders and the crooked strlks In-

stigators to furnish the goods to tha
Austrian 'mverntnent. No power, no
matter however extensive and Influen-
tial, could bring about a strlks In all
munitions plants for the object desired
hy the Austrian Government.
